Part 1—Preliminary

Part 1—Preliminary

1—Short title

These regulations may be cited as the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals
Regulations 2000.

4—Interpretation
In these regulations—
Act means the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act 1985;

animal ethics committee means an animal ethics committee established under
section 23 of the Act.

o—Fees
The fees fixed by Schedule 1 are payable for the purposes set out in that Schedule.

Part 2—Cruelty to animals

6—I1l treatment of animals
For the purposes of section 13 of the Act, a person ill treats an animal if the person—

(&) trapsananimal in asteel jaw trap that has been set in contravention of
regulation 11; or

(b) catchesabird by using agel that has been applied in contravention of
regulation 12.

7—Use of electroimmobilisersfor controlling animals

(1) For the purposes of section 14 of the Act, a person must not apply an
electroimmobiliser to an animal unless—

(8 theanimal isaclassl, class2, class 3 or class4 animal; and

(b) theelectroimmobiliser is adevice of akind approved by the Minister as an
authorised electroimmobiliser under this regulation; and

(c) theeectroimmobiliser isused only for the purpose of restraining the animal
for as short atime asis practicable while a routine husbandry procedureis
carried out on the animal; and

d —

(i) the person using the electroimmobiliser is the holder of a certificate
issued under this regulation for the relevant class of animal or is
acting under the direct supervision of a person who holds such a
certificate; or

(if)  the electroimmobiliser was acquired before 11 July 1996 by the
person using it or by the person under whose direct supervisionitis
being used.

Crudlty to animals—Part 2

(2) Subregulation (1) does not apply to a person who is using an electroimmobiliser for
the purposes of carrying out research into the use of electroimmobilisers as part of a
research program approved by an animal ethics committee, if that person is the holder
of acertificate issued under this regulation (for any class of animal) or is acting under
the direct supervision of a person who holds such a certificate.

(3) If aperson sells, leases, hires out, gives or lends an electroimmobiliser to another
person without that other person first producing an apparently genuine certificate
issued in his or her name under this regulation, each party to the transaction is guilty
of an offence.

Maximum penalty: $1 250.
(4) For the purposes of this regulation—

(8 theMinister may, on the recommendation of the Animal Welfare Advisory
Committee, approve a device of a specified kind as an authorised
electroimmobiliser;

(b) aperson approved by the Minister to conduct an approved course of training
in the proper use of an electroimmobiliser may issue a certificate (in aform
approved by the Minister) to a person certifying that the person has
satisfactorily completed such a course in respect of a specified class of
animals (being class 1, 2, 3 or 4 animals).

(5) Anapproval under subregulation (4)—
(& may be subject to conditions; and

(b) may bevaried or revoked by the Minister at any time (but in the case of an
approva of adevice only on the recommendation of the Anima Welfare
Advisory Committee).

(6) Inthisregulation—
class 1 animal means an animal of the genus Bos (cattle, buffalo and bison);

class 2 animal means an animal of the genus Lama (alpacas and |lamas), Cervus,
Dama or Axis (deer) or Camelus (camels);

class 3 animal means an animal of the genus Capra (goats) or Ovis (sheep);
class 4 animal means a bird of the genus Struthio (ostriches) or Dromaius (emus);

el ectroimmobiliser means an electrical device designed to temporarily immobilise an
animal.

8—Use of certain other electrical devicesfor controlling animals
For the purposes of section 14 of the Act, a person must not—
(@ place onananimal acollar designed to impart an electric shock; or

(b) apply an electrical prod or goad to an animal other than an animal of the
genus Sus, Bos or Bubalus; or

(c) apply anelectrical prod or goad to the face, udders or genitals of an animal of
the genus Sus, Bos or Bubalus.

Part 2—Cruelty to animals

9—Prohibited medical or surgical procedures
(1) For the purposes of section 15 of the Act, a person must not—
(8 surgically reduce the ability of an animal to produce avocal sound; or
(b) dock thetail of adog; or
(c) cropananimal'sear; or

(d) dock or nick ahorse'stail or dock thetail of an animal of the genus Bos or
Bubalus unless a veterinary surgeon has certified in writing that the procedure
is necessary for the control of disease.

(2) However, aveterinary surgeon may—

(@ surgically reduce the ability of an animal to produce avocal sound if satisfied
that—

(i) theprocedureisrequired for therapeutic purposes; or

(if) thereisno other reasonably practicable means of preventing the
animal from causing a nuisance by creating noise; or

(ab) dock adog'stail if satisfied the procedure is required for therapeutic
purposes; or

(b) cropananimal'sear if satisfied the procedure is required for therapeutic
purposes.

Part 3—Regulation of activities

10—Codes of practice

A person described in an entry in Schedule 2 must, in carrying out an activity
described in that entry, ensure compliance with the code of practice specified in the
entry.

Maximum penalty: $1 250.
11—Use of steel jaw traps prohibited in certain circumstances
(1) A person must not set aleg hold steel jaw trap unless—
(8 thetrapissetforawildor fera dog; and
(b) thetrapisset onland that is not within the area of a municipal council; and

(c) thetrapisset morethan 100 metres outside the portion of the State bounded
by the dog fence established under the Dog Fence Act 1946, the eastern
border of the State and the coast of the State; and

(d) thejaws of the trap are bound with acloth steeped in sufficient strychnine to
ensure arapid death for any animal caught in the trap.

Maximum penalty: $1 250.
(2) A person must not set a body grip trap unless—
(8 thetrapisset onland that is not within the area of amunicipal council; and
(b) thetrapisset for arabbit or rat; and

(c) thetrapissetinanatura or artificial tunnel or burrow for arabbit or rat; and

(d) theexternal frame of the trap does not exceed 14 centimetres by
14 centimetres.

Maximum penalty: $1 250.
Note—
Subregulation (2)(d) allows traps known as #110 to be used.

(3) Thisregulation does not apply to—

(8 thesetting of abody grip trap to control vermin or exotic animalsin areserve
within the meaning of the National Parks and Wildlife Act 1972; or

(b) the setting of abody grip trap with asingle steel jaw for amouse or rat; or

(c) thesetting of atrap for the purposes of carrying out research as part of a
research program approved by an animal ethics committee if the jaws of the
trap are sufficiently padded, or the trap has been otherwise modified, so that
any animal caught in the trap is unlikely to suffer significant injury.

12—Use of gel to catch or deter birds prohibited
A person must not apply asilicon gel to any tree, plant, building or other structure or
thing for the purpose of catching birds or deterring birds from perching on it.
Maximum penalty: $1 250.

13—Size of cagesfor domestic fowls

(1) A person who keeps domestic fowls (Gallus) aged 21 weeks or older must not confine
the fowlsin a cage unless—

(@ inthe case of acagein which only 1 fowl is confined—the floor area of the
cageisat least 0.1 square metres,

(b) inthe case of acagein which 2 fowls are confined—the floor area of the cage
isat least 0.13 square metres;

() inthe case of acagein which more than 2 fowls are confined—

(i) if the average weight of the fowls confined in the cageis 2.4
kilograms or less—the floor area of the cageis at least 0.045 square
metres per fowl;

(i) if the average weight of the fowls confined in the cage is more than
2.4 kilograms—the floor area of the cage is at least 0.06 square
metres per fowl.

Maximum penalty: $1 250.

(2) For the purposes of subregulation (1), floor area occupied by aV-trough or egg baffle
may be counted as part of the floor area of acage, but only to the extent that the area
so occupied does not exceed 100 millimetres multiplied by the length of the cage (in
millimetres).

Example—

If the floor of a cage measures 600mm by 500mm and the V-trough or egg baffleis
150mm wide, for the purposes of subregulation (2), the floor area of the cage is 0.27
square metres (ie 600mm multiplied by 450mm).

Part 3—Regulation of activities

13A—Possession of animalsfor purpose of fighting

A person who keeps or has custody of an animal wholly or partly for the purpose of
using the animal at an event in which the animal will be encouraged to fight with
another animal is guilty of an offence.

Maximum penalty: $1 250.

13B—Possession of cock-fighting spursand other implements used in animal

fights

A person must not have in his or her possession or control—
(8 acock-fighting spur; or
(b) any implement, article or other thing made or adapted for attachment to an
animal—
(i) for the purpose of training the animal to fight another animal; or

(if) for the purpose of inciting or assisting the animal to fight another
animal or to inflict injury on another animal during afight; or

(iii) for the purpose of protecting the animal in afight with another
animal.

Maximum penalty: $1 250.
Subregulation (1) does not apply in respect of a spur, implement, article or thing in the

possession or control of a museum that receives funding from the Government of the
State or the Commonwealth.

Part 4—Teaching and resear ch involving animals

14—Certain research prohibited except for limited purposes

)

e

A person must not—

(8 apply any substance to the conjunctival sac of arabbit for the purpose of
assessing the relative irritancy of the substance; or

(b) exposean animal to any substance for the purpose of assessing the toxicity of
the substance against a predetermined level of mortality,

unless—

(c) theassessment relates to research that has the potential to benefit human or
animal hedlth; and

(d) the objectives of the assessment cannot practicably be achieved by means that
will cause less pain to animals.
Maximum penalty: $1 250.

In proceedings for an offence against subregulation (1), the onus of proving the
matters specified in paragraphs (c) and (d) lies on the defendant.

Teaching and research involving animals—Part 4

15—Application for licence under Part 4 of the Act

For the purposes of section 17 of the Act, an application for alicence under Part 4 of
the Act must contain details of —

(8 the premises proposed to be used for the purposes authorised by the licence;

(b) thefacilities available or proposed to be available at those premises for the
care and handling of animals that may be used pursuant to the licence;

(c) thearrangements proposed for the provision of veterinary care of animals that
may be used pursuant to the licence.

16—Annual reportsof animal ethics committee

(1) For the purposes of section 25 of the Act, an animal ethics committee must, within
3 months after the end of each calendar year, submit to the Minister areport on its
operations during that calendar year.

(2) Thereport—
(@ must include details of—

(i) the number of meetings held by the committee during the calendar
year; and

(if)  inrespect of each such meeting—
(A) the name of each member who attended the meeting; and
(B) asummary of the business discussed at the meeting; and
(b) may include any other information considered relevant by the committee.

Part 5—Miscellaneous

17—Permitsto hold rodeos

An application under section 34 of the Act for a permit to conduct a rodeo must be
made at |east 28 days before the day on which it is proposed to conduct the rodeo.

18—Act does not render unlawful practicesthat arein accordance with
prescribed codes of practice

For the purposes of section 43 of the Act, each of the codes of practice listed in
Schedule 2 is a prescribed code of practice.
