3. All regulations previousy made under the Associations Incorporation Act 1985 are
revoked.

I nterpretation
4. In these regulations, unless the contrary intention appears—

"the Act" means the Associations Incorporation Act 1985.
Note: For definition of divisional penalties (and divisional expiation fees) see Appendix 2.

Forms
5. (1) The forms set out in schedule 1 must—

(@ be used for the purposes specified in the schedule; and

(b) contain the information required by and be completed in accordance with the
instructions contained in the forms.

(2) The name of a person signing a form set out in schedule 1 must be written legibly under
or alongside the signature of that person.

(3) Where a form requires that another document be furnished with the form, the other
document must be furnished with the form as so required.

(4) Where a form requires that another document be furnished with the form, or the space
provided in a form is insufficient to contain all the required information—

(@ the document must be furnished as, or the information must be set out in, an annexure
to the form; and

(b) the annexure must have a distinguishing mark such as a letter or numeral; and

(c) the space in the form must contain the statement "See Annexure' together with the
distinguishing mark for the annexure, or words to similar effect.

General requirements for documents lodged with Commission
6. (1) A document lodged with the Commission must—

(@ be on paper of international sheet size A4; and

(b) be clearly printed or typewritten in a manner that is permanent and is capable of
reproduction by photographic means; and

(c) bean origina or a photocopy; and
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(d) where it consists of two or more sheets, be fastened together securely in the top left-
hand corner; and

(e)  have written on the first sheet—

(i) the name of that association; and

these regulations, the same as the heading to the form); and

(iv) the name, address and telephone number of the person by whom or on

(V) the words "Lodged with the Commission on...........cccceecveunenee. " (the date of
lodgement to be filled in by the Commission).

(2) Where the address of a public officer is required in any document to be lodged with the
Commission, the public officer—

(@ must specify his or her residential address; and
(b) may, if he or she so desires, specify a postal address.

Fees
7. The fees set out in schedule 2 are payable as specified in that schedule.

Accounting records
8. A prescribed association must retain the accounting records kept by it under section 35(1)
of the Act for seven years after the completion of the transactions to which they relate.

Maximum penalty:  $1 250.

Periodic returns

9. For the purposes of section 36 of the Act, a prescribed association must lodge with the
Commission a periodic return (in the form set out in schedule 1) within six months after the end of
each of its financial years.

Offence to make false or misleading statement

15. A person must not, in a document lodged with the Commission for the purposes of the
Act—

(@) make a statement that is, to his or her knowledge, false or misleading; or

(b) omit or authorise the omission from any such document a particular which is, to his or
her knowledge, a material particular.
