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PART 1
PRELIMINARY

Citation
1. These regulations may be cited as the Births, Deaths and Marriages Registration
Regulations 1996.

Commencement
2. These regulations will come into operation on the day on which the Births, Deaths and
Marriages Registration Act 1996 comes into operation.

Revocation
3. All regulations previously made under the Births, Deaths and Marriages Registration Act
1966 are revoked.

I nterpretation
4. In these regulations, unless the contrary intention appears—

"Act" means the Births, Deaths and Marriages Registration Act 1996;
"place” of a birth, marriage or death means—

@ where the birth, marriage or death (as the case may be) occurs at a place that
has an address—that address;

(b where the birth, marriage or death (as the case may be) occurs at a place that
does not have an address—a statement identifying the general location in
which the birth, marriage or death occurred.

5. A notice of the birth of a child to be given under section 12(1) of the Act must include
the following particulars:

Particulars of change of name to be included in the Register

8. An entry to be made in the Register under section 28(1) of the Act about a person’s
change of name must include the following particulars:

(c) the person's date and place of birth;

(d) the person’s sex;

(e) the date on which the entry was made.

Particulars required in notification by doctor
9. A notice of the death of a person to be given under section 36(1) of the Act must include
the following particulars:

authorised method for the purposes of section 10(1) of the Act.
