National Drugs and Poisons Schedule Committee means the National Drugs and
Poisons Schedule Committee established by the Therapeutic Goods Act 1989 of the
Commonwealth;

optometrist means a person registered as an optometrist under the Optometrists

Act 1920;

poison means a substance declared by these regulations to be a poison;
prescriber means a person who lawfully gives a prescription for adrug;
record means—

(@ adocumentary record; or

(b) arecord made by an electronic, electromagnetic, photographic or optical
process; or

(c) any other kind of record,
and to record has a corresponding meaning;
$4 drug means a schedule 4 poison;
Schedule F poison means a poison that islisted in Schedule F of these regulations;
surgical podiatrist means a person registered as a chiropodist under the Chiropodists

Act 1950 who—

(@ isamember of the Australian College of Surgical Podiatrists Inc.; or

(b) has successfully completed the course of instruction required to qualify for
membership of the Australian College of Surgical Podiatrists Inc.;

Uniform Poisons Standard mean the Standard for the Uniform Scheduling of Drugs
and Poisons published by the National Drugs and Poisons Schedule Committee.

In these regulations—

(@) areferenceto schedule 1, schedule 2, schedule 3, schedule 4, schedule 5,
schedule 6, schedule 7, or schedule 8 is areference to the corresponding
schedule in the Uniform Poisons Standard (as incorporated into these
regulations); and

(b) areferenceto aschedule 1 poison isareferenceto a poison listed in schedule
1, areference to a schedule 2 poison is areference to apoison listed in
schedule 2, and so on.

5—Incor poration of the Uniform Poisons Standard

The Uniform Poisons Standard, as modified by Schedule A of these regulations, is
incorporated into these regulations.

Preliminary—Part 1

6—Declaration of poisons (section 12(1))

(1) Pursuant to section 12(1) of the Act, the following substances (whether in a pure form,
or contained in a preparation or admixture) are declared to be poisons:

(8 theprimary substances listed in schedules 1 to 8 of the Uniform Poisons
Standard, as modified by Schedule A of these regulations; and

(b) the primary substances listed in appendix C of the Uniform Poisons Standard;
and

(c) theprimary substances listed in Schedules B and C of these regulations; and

(d) thefollowing related substances, but subject to any express exclusion
contained in the Standard:

(i) theartificia form of aprimary substance;

(i)  where aprimary substance is a plant (other than aplant included in
schedule 8)—that plant, or any part of that plant, when packed or
prepared for therapeutic use;

(ili) every sat, active principle or derivative (including an ester or ether)
of aprimary substance and every salt of such an active principle or
derivative;

(iv) every akaoid of aprimary substance and every salt of such an
alkaloid;

(v) except in the case of levomethorphan or levorphanol, every
stereoisomer of a primary substance and every salt of such a
stereoisomer.

(2) A related substance will be taken to be included in the schedule, or schedules, of the
Uniform Poisons Standard in which the primary substanceto whichitisrelated is
included.

(3) A referencein these regulations to a particular primary poison will be taken to include
areferenceto itsrelated substances.

7—Declaration of prescription drugs (section 12(2))

Pursuant to section 12(2) of the Act, the poisons listed in schedule 4 and schedule 8
are declared to be prescription drugs.

7A—Declaration of drugs of dependence (section 12(3))

Pursuant to section 12(3) of the Act, the poisons listed in schedule 8 (including al
their related substances referred to in regulation 6) are declared to be drugs of
dependence, (whether in a pure form, or contained in a preparation or admixture).

8—Certain new substancesto be taken to be schedule 4 poisons
On a substance designed for human or animal therapeutic use being approved by—

(8 the Therapeutic Goods Administration of the Commonwealth for inclusion in
the Australian Register of Therapeutic Goods; or

(b) the National Registration Authority of the Commonwealth for inclusion in the
Australian Register of Agricultural and Veterinary Chemical Products,
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Part 1—Preliminary

the substance will be taken to be a schedule 4 poison until—
(c) itislistedinsome other schedule to the Uniform Poisons Standard; or
(d) itisexempted from listing in the Uniform Poisons Standard.

9—Application of theseregulations
These regulations do not apply in relation to—

(@ apoison when contained in a product that is listed in appendix A of the
Uniform Poisons Standard; or

(b) apoison listed in appendix G of the Uniform Poisons Standard when
contained in a preparation in a concentration not exceeding the concentration
specified in appendix G for that poison; or

(c) apoisonthatislistedinany of the schedules1to 6 (but isnot listed in
schedule 7 or 8) of the Uniform Poisons Standard when contained in a
preparation in a concentration not exceeding 10 milligrams per litre or 10
milligrams per kilogram.

Part 2—L icences

10—L icences
(1) Licencesunder the Act will be of the following classes:

(& manufacturers licence (section 13; section 32; sections 13 and 32);
(b) wholesale dealers licence (section 14; s 32; sections 14 and 32);
(c) retail sellerslicence (section 15);
(d) medicine sellers licence (section 15);
(e) licenceto supply and administer an $4 drug (section 18);
(f) licence to possess Schedule F poisons (section 22);
(g) licence to possess drugs of dependence or equipment (section 31);

(h) licenceto sell (other than by wholesale dealing), supply, administer or
possess drugs of dependence (section 32).

(2) Anapplication for alicence must be made to the Minister on aform approved by the
Minister, completed and signed by the applicant in accordance with the instructions
contained in the form, and must be accompanied by the appropriate fee set out in
Schedule D of these regulations.

(3 Wherealicenceisto be granted or renewed for aterm of less than 12 months, the fee
payable is a proportion of the appropriate fee, being the proportion that the number of
whole months in the term of the licence bears to 12 months.

(4) Licencesexpireasfollows:

(8 manufacturers licence or wholesale dealers licence—on 28 February next
following the date on which the licence was granted or last renewed;

(b) retail sellerslicence or medicine sellers licence—on 30 November next
following the date on which the licence was granted or last renewed;
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(c) licenceto supply or administer an $4 drug or licence to possess Schedule F
poisons—on 31 May next following the date on which the licence was
granted or last renewed;

(d) licence to possess drugs of dependence or equipment (section 31)—31 May
next following the date on which the licence was granted or last renewed;

() licenceto sell (other than by wholesale dealing), supply, administer or
possess drugs of dependence (section 32)—31 May next following the date
on which the licence was granted or last renewed.

Note—

Section 55 of the Act provides that the Minister may grant a licence subject to such conditions as
the Minister thinks fit and specifies in the licence and may at any time, by notice in writing given
personally or by post to the holder, vary or revoke a condition, or attach a further condition, to the
licence.

11—Restrictions on medicine sdllerslicences

(1) A personisnot eligibleto be granted a medicine sellers licence unless he or sheis
carrying on the business of selling goods by retail in premises that are open for
business for not less than 38 hours per week and—

(@ thepremisesare at least 25 kilometres (by the shortest practical route) from
the nearest pharmacy that is open for not less than 3 hours per day (excluding
Saturdays, Sundays and public holidays); or

(b) heor she satisfies the Minister that the local community isin particular need
of alicensed medicine seller.

(2) A medicine sellerslicence will be subject to a condition that the holder of the licence
must not sell a schedule 2 poison other than one that is listed in Schedule E of these
regulations.

Part 3—Application of general offences (Part 4) of the Act

12—Manufactur e, production and packing (section 13)
(1) Section 13 of the Act appliesto all poisons listed in schedules 1to 7.
(2) Exemption

A person who holds a licence under the Therapeutic Goods Act 1989 of the
Commonwealth to manufacture goods that are poisons listed in schedules1to 7 is
exempt from the requirement to hold a licence under section 13 of the Act in respect
of the manufacture of those goods.

(3 Exemption

A person who packs for retail sale aliquid hydrocarbon listed in schedule 5 is exempt
from the requirement to hold a licence under section 13 of the Act to the extent that he
or she packs the substance at the place at which the sale takes place.

13—Sale by wholesale (section 14)
Section 14 of the Act appliesto al poisonslisted in schedules 1 to 7.
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14—Sale or supply to end user (section 15)
(1) Section 15 of the Act appliesto al poisonslisted in schedules 1 to 3 and schedule 7.
(2) A person who sells by retail or supplies to a person a schedule 3 poison—

(8 must personaly (that isto say, not through an assistant) give oral directions,
supplemented wherever practicable with written directions, for the safe and
proper use of the poison to the person purchasing or being supplied with the
poison; and

(b) inrespect of aschedule 3 poison that islisted in Schedule G of these
regulations, must (unless he or sheisamedical practitioner, dentist or
veterinary surgeon)—

(i) record—

(A) thename and address of the person for whom the poison is
purchased or supplied; and

(B) thedate of sale or supply; and

(C) thedirections given for the safe and proper use of the
poison; and

(D) thetrade name or the approved name of the poison sold or
supplied, or, if it does not have either atrade or approved
name, itsingredients and the form, strength and quantity
sold or supplied; and

(E) aunique identifier enabling those records to be linked with
the poison sold or supplied; and

(i) lodge with the Department within 15 days of the end of each month a
copy of the records kept under this subregulation in respect of the
poisons sold or supplied during that month.

Maximum penalty: $3 000.
(3) Despite subregulation (2)(a), an interpreter may be used to assist in the giving of oral
directions to a person who is not sufficiently familiar with the English language.
15—Sale of certain poisons (section 16)
(1) Section 16 of the Act appliesto al poisonslisted in schedule 7.

(2) For the purposes of section 16(4)(c) of the Act, the additional matters that a person
who sells a schedule 7 poison must record are as follows:

(@) thedate of purchase; and

(b) theaddress and usual occupation of the purchaser; and

(c) thetrade name or the approved name of the poison purchased; and
(d) theform and strength of the poison purchased; and

(e) thequantity of the poison purchased.

16—Possession (section 22)
(1) Section 22 of the Act appliesto all Schedule F poisons.
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Application of general offences (Part 4) of the Act—Part 3

(2) Exemption
A person is exempt from section 22 of the Act in respect of possession of—
(& strychnine, if—

(i) the person isthe owner or occupier, or an agent or employee of an
owner or occupier, of land situated outside Metropolitan Adelaide
and outside any township; and

(if) thestrychnineis a constituent of baits designed for destroying mice;
and

(iii) the quantity of baitsin the person's possession does not exceed 5
kilograms; and

(iv) theamount of strychnine present in any quantity of the baits does not
exceed 0.5 per cent; or

(b) chloropicrin, if—
(i) inthecaseof pure chloropicrin, the quantity in the person's
possession does not exceed 7 litres,

(if) inthe case of chloropicrinin acompound preparation, the
concentration of chloropicrin does not exceed 5 per cent; or

(¢) sodium fluoroacetate if—

(i) the sodium fluoroacetate is a constituent of baits designed for
destroying wild rabbits, dingoes or foxes; and

(i)  the concentration of sodium fluoroacetate in each bait does not
exceed 0.04 per cent; and

(iii) thetotal amount of sodium fluoroacetate present in the particular
quantity of baits for destroying wild rabbits, dingoes or foxes does
not exceed 10 grams; and

(iv) the person—

(A) hasthe written approval of aregional NRM board under the
Natural Resources Management Act 2004 to acquire and
possess those baits; and

(B) acquiresthe baits from a supplier approved by the Chief
Officer; and

(C) complieswith any conditions imposed by the Chief Officer
on granting the approval to acquire and possess baits.

(28) A person lawfully in possession of baits containing strychnine under
subregulation (2)(a) must not use those baits except for the purpose of destroying mice
in or around storage areas on land situated outside Metropolitan Adelaide and outside
any township.

Maximum penalty: $3 000.

(3) A regional NRM board that granted an approval under subregulation (2)(c)(iv)(A)
may, in relation to the approval—

(@ impose such conditions as it thinks fit; and
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Part 3—Application of general offences (Part 4) of the Act

(b) for suchreasons asit thinksfit, vary or revoke the approval.

(38) The Chief Officer may, in relation to an approval under subregulation (2)(c)(iv)(B) or
(C©)—

(& impose such conditions as he or she thinks fit; and
(b) for such reasons as he or she thinksfit, vary or revoke the approval.

(4) A person who does not comply with a condition imposed under subregulation (3) is
guilty of an offence.

Maximum penalty: $3 000.
(6) Inthisregulation—

Chief Officer means the Chief Officer under the Natural Resources Management
Act 2004 (and includes a person acting in that office from time to time);

Metropolitan Adelaide means Metropolitan Adelaide within the meaning of the
Development Act 1993.

17—Exemption from section 22 may be granted to certain pest controllers

(1) TheMinister may exempt a person who is licensed under the Controlled Substances
(Pesticide) Regulations 1988 from the requirement to hold alicence under section 22
of the Act in respect of the use of a pesticide that is a Schedule F poison.

(2) The Minister may, by notice in writing to an exempted person, vary or revoke the
exemption.

18—Packaging of poisons (section 24)

(1) For the purposes of section 24(b) of the Act, the requirements as to packaging with
which the seller or supplier of a poison must comply are—

(8 therequirements set out in the Uniform Poisons Standards (as incorporated
into these regulations); and

(b) theadditional requirements set out in subregulation (3) in the case of a poison
referred to in that subregulation.

(2) TheMinister may grant an exemption from subregulation (1) to aseller or supplier in
respect of a particular product if the Minister is satisfied that the product is otherwise
adequately packaged.

(3) Subject to subregulation (4)—
(@ apoisonlistedin clause 1 of Schedule H of these regulationsthat isin the
form of atablet, capsule, lozenge, pastille, suppository or similar discrete

solid dosage unit must be enclosed in a child-resistant package or container
approved by the Minister; and

(b) apoisoninliquid form listed in clause 2 of Schedule H of these regulations
must be packed in a child-resistant package or container approved by the
Minister.

(4) Subregulation (3) does not apply to a poison that islisted in Schedule H of these
regulations if the poison—

(@ ispacked asanindividually wrapped powder; or
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(b) ispacked in apackage or container containing not less than 500 solid dosage
units; or

(c) issoldtoapersonwhoislikely to suffer undue hardship through difficulty in
opening a package or container that complies with subregulation (3)(a); or

(d) issoldto ahealth service for administration to an inpatient of the health
service.

19—L abelling of poisons (section 24)

(1) For the purposes of section 24(c) of the Act, the requirements as to labelling with
which the seller or supplier of a poison must comply are as follows:

(8 inthe case of the supply in the course of professional practice or the sale by
retail (other than pursuant to dispensing a prescription) of a poison designed
for human or animal therapeutic use (not being a schedule 3 poison that is
listed in Schedule G of these regulations), the package or container in which
the poison is supplied or sold must have affixed to it—

(i) themanufacturer'slabel, if that label conforms with the requirements
of the Uniform Poisons Standard (as incorporated into these
regulations); or

(i) alabel that conforms with subregulation (2);

(b) inthecase of the supply or sale by retail of a schedule 3 poison that islisted
in Schedule G of these regulations, the package or container in which the
poison is supplied or sold must have affixed to it alabel that conforms with
subregulation (2);

(c) inthe case of the sale of apoison designed for human or animal therapeutic
use pursuant to dispensing a prescription for the poison, the package or
container in which the poison is sold must have affixed to it a label that
conforms with subregulation (2);

(d) inany other case, the package or container in which the poisonis sold
(whether by wholesale or retail) must have affixed to it alabel that conforms
with the requirements of the Uniform Poisons Standard (as incorporated into
these regulations).

(2) For the purposes of paragraphs (a)(ii), (b) and (c) of subregulation (1), the label must
have the following information clearly printed on it:

(@ the name (or business name), business address and tel ephone number of the
person by whom the poison is sold or supplied; and

(b)) —

(i) the name of the person for whose use the poison is sold or supplied;
or

(i)  where the poison isintended for an animal—the species of animal
for which it isintended and the name of the owner of the animal and
the name (if any) of the animal; and

(c) thetrade name or the approved name of the poison or, if it does not have
either atrade or approved name, its ingredients; and
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(d) if the poisonis part of a preparation or admixture—the strength or proportion
of poison contained in the preparation or admixture; and

(e) directionsfor the safe and proper use of the poison, including (where
relevant) the route of administration; and

(f) the date on which the poison is sold or supplied; and

(g) inthe case of apoison sold pursuant to dispensing a prescription for the
poison—a unigue identifier that enables the poison to be linked with the
prescription; and

(h) inthe case of aschedule 3 poison that islisted in Schedule G of these
regul ations—a unique identifier enabling that poison to be linked with the
records required to be kept under regulation 14(2)(b); and

(i) inthe case of apreparation for internal use by humans (other than infants)—

(i) that contains apoison listed in appendix K of the Uniform Poisons
Standard—one of the following statements:

"This medication may cause drowsiness. If affected do not
drive a vehicle or operate machinery. Avoid alcohol."; or

"This medication may cause drowsiness and may increase the
effects of alcohal. If affected do not drive a motor vehicle or
operate machinery."; or

(ii) that contains levocabastine—the following statement:
"Do not use if pregnant.”; or
(iii)  that contains misoprostol—the following statement:

"CAUTION—Misoprostol should not be used by pregnant
women.".

(3) TheMinister may grant an exemption from this regulation, or any provision of this
regulation, to a seller or supplier in respect of a particular product if the Minister is
satisfied that the product is otherwise adequately labelled.

20—Stor age of poisons (section 25)
For the purposes of section 25 of the Act, a person must not store—
(8 any poison in acontainer that—
(i) isnormally used for containing food or beverages; or

(if) issimilar to acontainer that is normally used for containing food or
beverages; or
(b) aschedule3, 4 or 7 poisonin retail premisesunlessit is stored in a part of the
premises to which the public is not permitted access; or

(c) aschedule2, 5 or 6 poison (other than a schedule 6 poison that is a hair
colouring preparation) in retail premises unless—

(i) itisstoredinapart of the premisesto which the public is not
permitted access; or
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(i) if itisstored in apart of the premises to which the publicis
permitted access, it—

(A) isstored not lessthan 1.2 metres above floor level; or

(B) isenclosed in achild-resistant package or container
approved by the Minister; or

(C) isenclosedin ablister pack; or

(D) isstoredinacontainer that has a capacity of not less than
fivelitres; or

(E) isstoredinacontainer that has agrossweight of not less
than five kilograms; or

(d) adrug of dependence except in accordance with the requirements of theCode
of Practice for the Sorage and Transport of Drugs of Dependence, developed
by the Department, dated 31 July 2000 and published in the Gazette on 24
August 2000 .

21—Transport of poisons (section 26)
For the purposes of section 26 of the Act, a person must not—

(8 consign apoison for transport unlessit is packed in such away as to avoid
leakage arising from the ordinary risks of handling and transport; or

(b) transport a poison in avehicle in which any food, or component of food, for
human or animal consumption is being transported unless the poison is
carried in a part of the vehicle effectively separated from that part of the
vehicle containing the food; or

(c) consign for transport, or transport, a drug of dependence except in accordance
with the requirements of the Code of Practice for the Siorage and Transport
of Drugs of Dependence, developed by the Department, dated 31 July 2000
and published in the Gazette on 24 August 2000.

22—Prohibition on use of certain poisonsfor certain purposes (section 27)
(1) For the purposes of section 27 of the Act, a person must not—

(@ s, supply, purchase or use a schedule 7 poison for a domestic, or domestic
gardening, purpose; or

(b) prescribe, sall, supply, purchase or use a poison that islisted in appendix C of
the Uniform Poisons Standard for the purpose or purposesindicated in
relation to that poison in appendix C; or

(c) inthe case of apoison produced for the treatment of animals—

(i) prescribe, sell, supply or purchase such a poison if he or she knows,
or if there are reasonable grounds for suspecting, that the poison is
intended for human use; or

(i) administer to any person (including himself or herself) such a poison;
or

(d) usechloramphenicol for the treatment of stock bred, raised or used for the
purpose of providing a product for human consumption.
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Part 3—Application of general offences (Part 4) of the Act

(2) Inthisregulation—
stock means any animal or bird and any bee of the genus Apis or Megachile.

23—Restriction on advertising (section 28)

(1) Section 28 of the Act appliesto al poisonslisted in schedules 3, 4 and 8, except where
the advertisement of such a poison appearsin ajournal that is circulated
predominantly among medical professionals.

(2) Inthisregulation—

journal means a newsletter, magazine or other periodical, whether published for sale
or for distribution without charge;

medical professionalsincludes medical practitioners, dentists, veterinary surgeons,
nurses, pharmacists, chiropodists, optometrists, dental therapists, medical
administrators, physiotherapists registered under the Physiotherapists Act 1945,
scientists working in medical laboratories and those who hold awholesale deders
licence.

Part 4—Prescriptions and dispensing

25—Prescription to be given in writing or by telephone or fax etc

(1) Subject to subregulation (2), a prescriber must give a prescription for adrugin
writing, and must give it to the person for whom the drug is to be supplied, or to a
person acting on behalf of that person.

Maximum penalty: $5 000.

(2) A prescriber may, if of the opinion that good reason exists for doing so, give a
prescription for adrug to a pharmacist by telephone, facsimile transmission or some
other form of electronic transmission.

(3) If aprescription isgiven by telephone or by some form of electronic transmission
(other than facsimile), the prescriber—

(& must give the pharmacist the following information:
(i) hisor her name and full address; and

(i) thefull name and address of the person to whom the drug isto be
supplied; and

(iif) the name, dose form and (if relevant) the route of administration of
the drug to be dispensed; and

(iv) where applicable—the strength of the drug to be dispensed; and

(v) thedose of the drug to be administered to the person for whom the
drug is prescribed or to the animal in relation to which the drug is
prescribed; and

(vi) thetotal amount of the drug to be dispensed; and
(vii) thefrequency at which the drug is to be administered; and

(b) must, immediately after giving the prescription by that method, complete a
written prescription that—
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(i) clearly statesthat it is given in confirmation of the prescription given
by telephone or by electronic transmission (as the case may be) on
the particular date on which it was so given; and

(if)  otherwise complies with these regulations; and
(c) must—

(i) wherethe prescription isfor adrug of dependence, forward the
written prescription to the pharmacist within 24 hours of giving the
prescription by telephone or by electronic transmission; or

(i) inany other case, forward the written prescription to the pharmacist
as soon as practicable after giving the prescription by that method.

Maximum penalty: $3 000.

(4) If aprescription isgiven to apharmacist by facsimile transmission, the prescriber
must—

(8 wherethe prescription isfor adrug of dependence, forward the original
prescription to the pharmacist within 24 hours of giving the prescription by
facsimile transmission; or

(b) inany other case, forward the original prescription to the pharmacist as soon
as practicable after giving the prescription by that method.

Maximum penalty: $3 000.
26—Written prescriptions
(1) A prescriber who writes a prescription for the supply of a drug must—
(& writeitlegibly inink or causeit to be printed; and

(b) date the prescription with the date on which the prescription is written and
personally sign the prescription; and

(c) include on the prescription—
(i) hisor her professional name, address and telephone number; and
(i) —
(A) thefull name and address of the person for whom the
prescription is intended; or

(B) wherethe prescription isintended for an animal—the
species of animal for which it is intended, the name and
address of the owner of the animal and the name (if any) of
the animal; and

(iii) where the prescriber is a dentist—the words "For dental treatment
only"; and

(iv) wherethe prescriber is aveterinary surgeon—the words "For animal
treatment only"; and

(v) where the prescriber isasurgical podiatrist—the words "For
podiatric treatment only"; and

(d) specify—
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(i) thename, doseform and (if relevant) the route of administration of
the drug being prescribed; and

(i)  where applicable—the strength of the drug; and

(iii) the dose of the drug to be administered to the person for whom, or
the animal for which, it is prescribed; and

(iv) thefrequency at which the drug is to be administered; and

(v) thetotal amount of the drug to be supplied each time the prescription
is dispensed; and

(vi) thetotal number of times the drug may be dispensed; and

(e) if the prescription isfor adrug of dependence for human use, comply with the
following additional requirements:

(i) include on the prescription—

(A) thedate of birth of the person for whom the prescription is
intended; and

(if) expressthetotal amount of the drug to be specified under

(ili) keep arecord of the details required to be included and specified
under this regulation.

(2) If the prescriber is prescribing an above average strength or potentially dangerous
dose of the drug, he or she must—

(& underline the statement of the dose of the drug in the prescription; and

(b) signhisor her initials alongside the underlined portion of the prescription
referred to in paragraph (a).

(3) A person who contravenes or failsto comply with this regulation is guilty of an
offence.

Maximum penalty: $3 000.
27—Dispensing prescriptionsfor drugs
(1) A pharmacist or medical practitioner who dispenses a prescription for a drug—

(& must writeinink on the face or back of the prescription—
(i) hisor her name, business name and business address; and

(ix) the number of times the prescription may be dispensed and (where
the prescription so specifies) the intervals at which the drug may be
dispensed; and

(c) if the prescription isfor a schedule 4 poison and does not specify the number
of times the drug is to be dispensed, must—

(i) dispenseit once only pursuant to that prescription; and
(i)  write"CANCELLED" on the prescription; and

(iii) unlessitisfor any reason forwarded to the Department or the
Minister, retain the original or duplicate prescription (as the case
may be) for at |east one year and have it readily available for
inspection during that period; and

(d) if the prescription specifies the number of times and the intervals at which the
drug may be dispensed—must not dispense the drug more times than the
number specified or at intervals less than those specified; and

(da) if the prescription specifies the number of times but not the intervals at which
the drug may be dispensed—must not dispense the drug more frequently than
he or she considers appropriate; and

(e) inthe case of aprescription for adrug of dependence, must, each time the
drug is dispensed, except where the drug is fully dispensed, forward a copy of
the prescription to the CEO no later than the 7th day of the month following
the month in which the drug was so dispensed or such later date as the CEO
may, on application by the pharmacist or medical practitioner, authorise; and

(f) whereaprescription isfully dispensed, must—

(i) ontheday onwhich the prescription is fully dispensed, write
"CANCELLED" on the prescription; and

(A) inthe case of aprescription for adrug of dependence,
forward it to the CEO no later than the 7th day of the month
following the month in which the drug was so dispensed or
such later date as the CEO may, on application by the
pharmacist or medical practitioner, authorise;

(asthe case may be), for at least two years and have it
readily available for inspection during that period.

Maximum penalty: $5 000.

A pharmacist in charge of a pharmacy at which no drugs of dependence are dispensed
for aperiod of 30 consecutive days must, no later than the 7th day of the month
following the month during which the 30th day of that period falls, notify the CEO of
that fact in writing.

Maximum penalty: $5 000.

If a prescription has been issued in duplicate and the original isretained by the
pharmacist or medical practitioner, it is sufficient compliance with thisregulation if
the required information is marked on the duplicate prescription.

Despite subregulation (1)(d), if a pharmacist or medical practitioner is satisfied that a
person—

(@ haslost apreviousy dispensed supply of adrug; or

(b)  will, through absence from the State or otherwise, find it unduly difficult to
have future supplies of adrug dispensed as needed,

he or she may (but is not obliged to) dispense a prescription for the person at an
interval earlier than that specified on the prescription.

If, pursuant to subregulation (3), a pharmacist or medical practitioner dispenses a drug
of dependence at an earlier interval than that specified on the prescription, the
pharmacist or practitioner must notify the prescriber of that fact in writing.

A pharmacist or medical practitioner must not dispense a prescription for adrug—

Maximum penalty: $5 000.

28—Prescribed professions (section 18(1))

(2) Subject to subregulation (3), achiropodist or dental therapist may only administer an
A drug listed in clause 1 of Schedule | of these regulations.

(3 A chiropodist who isasurgical podiatrist may, for the purpose of podiatric treatment,
prescribe, supply or administer an $4 drug that islisted in Schedule J of these
regulationsin aform and quantity that complies with that Schedule.

(4) Anoptometrist may only administer an $4 drug listed in clause 2 of Schedule | of
these regulations.

29—Additional requirementsfor S4 drugslisted in Schedule K (section 18(2))
(1) For the purposes of section 18(2) of the Act—

(@ the$4drugslisted in Schedule K of these regulations are prescribed
prescription drugs; and

(b) thequdifications and authorisations referred to in subregulations (2), (3) and
(4) are prescribed qualifications.

(2) A person must not prescribe for human use an $4 drug that islisted in clause 1 of
Schedule K of these regulations unless he or sheisamedical practitioner who—

(& isasgpeciaistin endocrinology; or
(b) isagpeciaist in obstetrics and gynaecology; or

(c) provides servicesto afertility unit, an endocrinology unit or obstetrics and
gynaecology unit of ateaching hospital in South Australia.

(3 A person must not prescribe for human internal use an $4 drug that is listed in clause 2
of Schedule K of these regulations unless he or sheisamedical practitioner who—
(8 isaspecidistin dermatology; or
(b) isaspeciaistin another field and is authorised to prescribe such drugs by the
Minister.

(4) A person must not prescribe for human use an $4 drug that islisted in clause 3 of
Schedule K of these regulations unless he or sheisamedical practitioner who is
authorised by the Minister to prescribe that drug for a specified patient.
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(5) Whereamedical practitioner prescribes an $4 drug that islisted in clause 2 or 3 of
Schedule K of these regulations, he or she must—

(@ inform the patient of the name of the drug and that the drug may cause birth
defects; and

(b) provide the patient with written information about the drug and its potential
side effects; and

(c) inform the patient of the dangers should the patient unlawfully supply the
drug to another person; and

(d) wherethe patient is afemale of child-bearing age—

(i) ensurethat the possibility of pregnancy has been excluded prior to
commencement of treatment; and

(i) inform her that she must not become pregnant during treatment or
within the prescribed period after completion of treatment; and

(e) obtain written consent for the treatment from the patient.
Maximum penalty: $5 000.

(6) A person who sells or supplies for human internal use an $4 drug that islisted in
clause 2 or 3 of Schedule K of these regulations must include (in prominent print) on
the label to be affixed to the package or container in which the drug is sold or supplied
the following statement:

"WARNING—Causes birth defects. Do not use if pregnant. Do not become
pregnant during use or within [insert prescribed period] of stopping treatment.”.

Maximum penalty: $5 000.

30—Additional requirementsfor Nalbuphine

two consecutive months without reporting details of the person's case
and treatment to the Minister; or

(if)  prescribe afurther dose of the drug for that person without an
authority to do so from the Minister;

(b) when apharmacist cancels a prescription for Nalbuphine after dispensing the
prescription for the drug for the last time, he or she must forward the
cancelled prescription to the Department at the end of the month in which the
drug was dispensed;
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(c) amedical practitioner, veterinary surgeon or pharmacist who sells or supplies
Nalbuphine must record—

(i) theamount of Nabuphine obtained by him or her and the name and
address of the person from whom the drug was obtained; and

(if) the quantity of any of the drug sold or supplied by him or her and the
quantity remaining in his or her possession; and
(iii) inthe case of sale by a pharmacist, the name of the prescriber and the
identification number of the prescription.
Maximum penalty: $5 000.

(2) The holder of awholesale dealers licence who sells Nal buphine must record—
(@ the quantities of Nalbuphine obtained by him or her; and
(b) the quantities of Nalbuphine sold by him or her; and

(c) theorder numbers of the orders for any Nalbuphine.
Maximum penalty: $3 000.

31—Exemptions from section 18 of the Act

(1) Section 18 of the Act does not apply to the supply of an $4 drug by a council or a
health service to a person where the drug is provided pursuant to a community
immunisation program run by the council or health service.

(2) Section 18 of the Act does not apply to a pharmacist in relation to the supply of an $4
drug (without dispensing a prescription) provided that—

(8 thedrugissupplied to acouncil or ahealth service for use in acommunity
immunisation program and the pharmacist has received a written order for the
drug from the council or health service; or

(b) thedrugisfor use by aperson who holds alicence to supply or administer an
$4 drug and the pharmacist has received a written order for the drug from the

(c) thedrugissupplied for the mass treatment of certain animals to the owner of
the animals and—

(i) thepharmacist has received a written order for the drug from a
veterinary surgeon; or
(i) —
(A) thedrugisanantibiotic; and

(B) the pharmacist has received awritten order for the drug from
an inspector appointed under the Stock Act 1990; and

(C) thewritten order ison aform approved by the Chief
Inspector of Stock under that Act and has been
countersigned by the Chief Inspector; or

(d) thedrugissupplied to amember of aprofession authorised by the Act or
these regulations to supply or administer S4 drugs and the pharmacist has
received awritten order for the drug from that person; or
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(e) thedrugisauthorised or required by the law of any place to be carried on
board a ship and the pharmacist has received a written order for the drug from
the master or medical officer of the ship; or

(f) thedrugisnot onethat islisted in Schedule K of these regulations and the
pharmaci st—

(i) issatisfied that—

(A) the person for whom it isto be supplied is being medically
treated with the drug; and

(B) the continued supply of that drug is essential to the health of
that person; and

(C) thereisgood reason for the person'sinability to produce a
prescription for the drug; and

(i) supplies—
(A) inthe case of adrug that isacream, ointment or liquid or
one that is packaged in such a manner as to promote the safe

and proper use of the drug—the smallest standard package
or container made by the manufacturer; or

(B) inany other case—no more than three days dosage of the
drug; and

(iif) onthe day on which the drug is supplied, records—
(A) hisor her name as the supplier of the drug; and
(B) thedate; and

(C) thetrade name or the approved name of the drug, or, if it
does not have either atrade or approved name, its
ingredients; and

(D) the name and address of the person for whom the drug is
supplied; and

(E) theform, strength and quantity of the drug; and

(F) thedirections given for the safe and proper use of the drug,
including (where appropriate) the route of administration of
the drug.

(3 Inthisregulation—
council means a council constituted under the Local Government Act 1934.

Part 5A—Special provisionsrelating to drugs of dependence

31A—Interpretation
(1) InthisPart, unlessthe contrary intention appears—
health service pharmacy means a pharmacy that is part of a health service;

order means an order other than a prescription, and to order has a corresponding
meaning;
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supplier means a pharmacist or alicensed manufacturer, licensed wholesale dealer or
other person licensed under the Act to supply drugs of dependence;

ward of a health service means award, clinic, unit, operating theatre or any other
section of ahealth service in which persons receive medical or dental treatment.

(2) For the purposes of this Part—

(8 areferenceto the administration of adrug is, where the drug is administered
continuously over an extended period (eg. by means of an intravenous drip or
pump) areference to the commencement of administration by that means;

(b) themedical practitioner or dentist principally responsible for the treatment of
aperson isthe practitioner or dentist having, for the time being, the greatest
input in the determination of the course of treatment of the person.

31B—Special restrictions on prescription or supply of drugs of dependence by
medical practitioners, dentistsand veterinary surgeons

(1) A medical practitioner or dentist must not, except in a verifiable emergency—

(8 prescribe or supply adrug of dependence for use by a person without having
first examined the person; or

(b) prescribe or supply adrug of dependence for use by himself or herself; or

(c) prescribe or supply adrug of dependence for use by his or her spouse, parent,
grandparent, child, grandchild, brother or sister unless authorised to do so by
the Minister.

(2) A veterinary surgeon must not, except in a verifiable emergency, prescribe or supply a
drug of dependence for an animal without having first examined the animal.

(3 Inthisregulation—

spouse includes putative spouse (whether or not a declaration of the relationship has
been made under the Family Relationships Act 1975).

31C—Additional requirementsfor prescribers of drugs of dependence

A prescriber must not prescribe or supply for use by a person who the prescriber
knows or has reasonable cause to believe is dependent on drugs (or prohibited
substances), a schedule 2, 3 or 4 poison that contains a poison listed in schedule 8, for
the purposes of maintaining or treating the person’'s dependence unless the prescriber
prescribes or supplies the drug in accordance with an authority granted by the
Minister.

Note—

Section 55 of the Act provides that the Minister may grant an authority subject to such conditions
as the Minister thinks fit and specifies in the authority and may at any time, by notice in writing
given personally or by post to the holder, vary or revoke a condition, or attach a further condition,
to the authority.

31D—Manufacturers of drugs of dependenceto record stocks

A person who manufactures a drug of dependence must, immediately after the drug is
manufactured, record the following details:

(@) thedate of manufacture; and
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(b) thetrade name or the approved name of the drug or, if it does not have either
atrade or approved name, itsingredients; and

(c) theamount and, where applicable, the strength of the drug manufactured; and

(d) thetotal amount of the drug now on the premises on which the drug was
manufactured.

31E—Supply of drugs of dependence in accordance with an order
(1) A supplier who supplies adrug of dependence in accordance with an order—

(& must, immediately after the drug is supplied, record the following details and
sign the record:

(i) thefull name and address of the person who ordered the drug; and
(if) the order number, if any; and
(iii) the date of supply; and

(iv) thetrade name or approved name of the drug or, if it does not have
either atrade or approved name, its ingredients; and

(v) theamount and, where applicable, the strength of the drug supplied;
and

(vi) thetotal amount of the drug (if any) now remaining in the possession
of the supplier; and

(b) must—
(i) inthecaseof an order in writing—

(A) assoon as practicable after supplying the drug, cancel the
order by writing "CANCELLED" on it; and

(B) unless exempted under subregulation (2), forward the
cancelled order to the CEO no later than the 7th day of the
month following the month in which the drug was supplied
or such later date as the CEO may, on application by the
supplier, authorise;

(i) inany other case, unless exempted under subregulation (2), forward,
no later than the 7th day of the month following the month in which
the drug was supplied or such later date as the CEO may, on
application by the supplier, authorise, a written notice giving details
of the supply of the drug pursuant to the order.

(2) Therequirement to forward an order or notice to the CEO under subregulation (1)(b)
does not apply to—

(@ licensed manufacturers or licensed wholesale dedlers; or

(b) pharmacies (including health service pharmacies) in respect of the supply of
drugs of dependence to a health service.

(3 A supplier must not supply adrug of dependence in accordance with an order—

(8 unlessthe supplier has reasonable cause to believe that the person who
ordered the drug is lawfully authorised to do so; and
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(b) unlessthe person receiving the drug—

(i) providesthe supplier with asigned and dated receipt for the drug;
and

(if) isknown to the supplier or produces satisfactory evidence of his or
her identity.

(4) A supplier must not supply adrug of dependence where the drug is authorised or
required by the law of any place to be carried on board a ship unless the supplier has
received awritten order for the drug from the master or medical officer of the ship.

31F—Per sons receiving drugs of dependence on order to record details

A person who receives from a supplier on order adrug of dependence must,
immediately after taking delivery of the drug—

(@ providethe supplier with a signed and dated receipt for the drug; and
(b) record the following details and sign the record:
(i) thename of the person taking delivery of the drug; and

(i) thetrade or approved name or, if it does not have either atrade or
approved name, its ingredients; and

(iii) the amount and, where applicable, the strength of the drug; and
(iv) thedate; and
(v) thename and business address of the supplier of the drug; and

(vi) thetotal amount of the drug now in stock on the premises at which
the drug is received.

31G—Supply or administration of drugs of dependence by medical
practitioner, dentist or registered nurse

(1) A medical practitioner, dentist or registered nurse who supplies (other than by
dispensing a prescription) for use by a person or administers adrug of dependenceto a
person must, immediately after the drug is so supplied or administered, record the
following details and sign the record:

(b) thefull name and address (or, in the case of a patient in award of a health
service, the location of the ward) of the person to whom the drug is supplied
or administered; and

(c) inthe case of the supply of the drug to a person acting on behalf of the person
for whose use the drug isintended, the full name and address of the person
for whose use the drug is intended; and

(d) thetrade name or approved name of the drug or, if it does not have either a
trade or approved name, its ingredients; and

(e) theamount and, where applicable, the strength of the drug supplied or
administered; and

(f) thedate; and
(g) thetimeat which the drug was supplied or administered; and
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(h)

the amount of the drug (if any) now in stock on the premises at which the
drug is administered or otherwise in the possession of the practitioner, dentist
or nurse.

(2) Wherean error isdiscovered in such arecord, it must be corrected in the following
way by a person authorised under subregulation (1) to make the record:

A veterinary surgeon who supplies (other than by dispensing a prescription) a drug of
dependence for an animal or administers such adrug to an animal must, on the day on
which the drug is so supplied or administered, record the following details and sign
the record:

the time at which the drug was supplied or administered; and

the amount of the drug (if any) now remaining in stock on the premises at
which the drug is supplied, administered or otherwise in the possession of the
veterinary surgeon.

31l—Additional requirementsfor administration of drugs of dependencein
health service

(1) Theadministration of adrug of dependence to a person in a health service must be
carried out in accordance with the following additional provisions:

(i) theregistered nurse must, immediately after receiving the
instructions by that method, ensure that the following information is
recorded in the person’'s medication record and sign the record:

(B) theDirector of Nursing or manager of the health service,
and the health service pharmacigt, if any, must be notified,
as soon as practicable, that an incorrect amount of drugsis
stored in the ward; and

pharmacy;

prescribed instructions, in respect of a drug, means the form and strength of the drug
and the route, frequency and duration of administration of the drug.

31J—Destruction of drugs of dependence

(1) Subject to thisregulation or any order of a court, a person must not destroy a drug of
dependence unless—

(8 thedestruction iswitnessed by another person, being an authorised officer,
police officer, medical practitioner, dentist, veterinary surgeon, pharmacist or
nurse; and
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(b) the person destroying the drug ensures that the following information is
recorded in respect of the drug immediately after its destruction:

(i) thefull names and the signatures of the person and the witness to the
destruction; and

(iii) the amount and, where applicable, the strength of the drug; and
(iv) thedate and time of the destruction; and

(v) theamount of the drug (if any) now remaining in stock on the
premises at which the destroyed drug was stored.

(2) Thisregulation does not apply to the destruction of a drug of dependence by—
(@ aperson for whose use the drug was lawfully prescribed or supplied; or
(b) amember of the police force or an authorised officer.

31K—Prescribed amounts (section 32(3) and (5))

(1) For the purposes of section 32(3) of the Act, the prescribed amount of a drug of
dependence is the amount listed in the second column of Schedule KA opposite the
entry listing the drug of dependence.

(2) For the purposes of section 32(5) of the Act, the prescribed amount of a drug of
dependence (not being cannabis or cannabis resin) is the amount listed in the second
column of Schedule KB opposite the entry listing the drug of dependence.

31L—Exemptions from section 33 of the Act

(1) Section 33 of the Act does not apply to the prescription or supply by amedical
practitioner of adrug of dependence for use by—

(@) aperson of or over 70 years of age, provided that the drug to be prescribed or
supplied is not dextromoramide, hydromorphone or pethidine; or

(b) aperson whose life expectancy is reasonably believed, by the medical

(iii) if thedrugissolely for the treatment of drug dependence, the dose
administered does not exceed the dose authorised; or

(d) any other person in respect of whom a section 33 authority exists, provided
that the medical practitioner prescribing or supplying the drug—

(i) isamedica practitioner (including alocum for the time being
substituting for such a practitioner) in the same practice as the
authorised prescriber; and

(i) does so with the approval of the authorised prescriber; or

(e) apersonwho isreceiving treatment in a public hospital in respect of whom a
section 33 authority does not exist, provided that the duration of the treatment
of the person with the drug while the person isin hospital does not exceed
14 days.

(3) Inthisregulation—
authorised prescriber means the holder of a section 33 authority;

section 33 authority means an authority granted by the Minister to a medical
practitioner under section 33 of the Act to prescribe or supply a drug of dependence.

31M—Non-compliance with Part 5A an offence

A person who contravenes or failsto comply with aregulation under this Part, for
breach of which no penalty is specified, is guilty of an offence and liable to a penalty
not exceeding $5 000.

A pharmacist acting in the ordinary course of his or her profession may giveto a
person a sample of a poison (other than an S4 drug) for human, or animal, therapeutic
use.

On each occasion that the holder of a manufacturers licence or wholesale deders
licence gives a sample of a poison, he or she must record—

(@ thedate on which the sample of poison was supplied; and
(b) the name and address of the person supplied; and

(c) thetrade name or the approved name of the poison supplied, or if it has
neither atrade nor an approved name, its ingredients; and
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(d) thequantity of the poison supplied.
Maximum penalty: $3 000.
(6) Nothing in this regulation empowers any person to give a sample of a schedule 8
poison.
36—Offencesrelating to sale or supply of poisons

(4) A person must not sell any liquid preparation or admixture containing paraquat unless
it is coloured blue or green and contains a stenching agent in sufficient quantity to
produce an offensive odour.

(5 A person who contravenes or fails to comply with this regulation is guilty of an
offence.

A person must not dispose of or use, or cause to be disposed of or used, apoison in
any place or manner that congtitutes, or islikely to constitute, arisk to public health or
safety.

38—K eeping of recordsetc

(1) Subject to these regulations, a person who is required by these regulations to keep
certain records must—

address of the businessin this State for a period of two years from the day on
which the entry was made; and
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(b) havetherecordsreadily available for inspection at al reasonable times; and

(c) during that period, take all reasonable steps to ensure that the records are
protected against deterioration, loss, theft and unauthorised access,
modification or use.

(2) Wheretheinformation contained in the records is available only after the record is
subjected to an electronic or other process, it is sufficient for the purposes of
subregulation (1)(b) for the person to produce for inspection a reproduction or
computerised record of any entry in the records.

(3 Where details are to be recorded under these regulations in respect of drugs of
dependence, they must, unless otherwise specified, be recorded in a drugs of
dependence register in aform approved by the Minister.

(4) A receipt required to be provided to a person under these regul ations must be kept by
that person in the manner set out in thisregulation asif it were arecord.

39—Falseinformation

A person who, in providing any information required under these regulations,
furnishes any information that is false or misleading in amaterial particular is guilty
of an offence.

Maximum penalty: $5 000.
40—Vicarious liability

For the purposes of these regulations, an act or omission of an employee or agent will
be taken to be the act or omission of the employer or principal unlessit is proved that
the act or omission did not occur in the course of the employment or agency.

Part 8—Miscellaneous

40A—Per sonal identification code equivalent to signature

(1) Whereaprovision of these regulations requires a person to sign arecord or receipt
that isin electronic form, evidence on the record or receipt that the person has entered
his or her personal identification code will be taken to be sufficient compliance by that
person with the requirement.

(2) Inthisregulation—
personal identification code means a code that—

(a) isallottedto aperson by hisor her employer for use by that personin
connection with official duties; and

(b) isknown only by that person and such other persons as may be authorised by
the employer for management purposes.

41—Analysis of substance (section 53)

(1) A personwho initiates an analysis pursuant to section 53(2) of the Act, must do so by
notice in writing that—

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(b) isaddressed to aperson appointed as an analyst under the Act; and
(c) describes the substance to be analysed; and

(d) isaccompanied by the appropriate fee set out in Schedule D of these
regulations.

(2) A Certificate of Analysis must be given in the form set out in Schedule M of these
regulations.

42—Resear ch per mit

An application for aresearch permit under section 56 of the Act must be madein
writing to the Minister and be signed by the applicant.

43—Copies of codesetc to be kept available for public inspection

For the purposes of section 63(5a) of the Act, the office of the Department at
11-13 Hindmarsh Square, Adelaide is the place at which copies of codes, standards etc
must be kept and made available for inspection by members of the public.

44—Transgtional provision—Iicences

A hospital or nursing home is exempted until 1 June 1996 from the requirement to
hold alicence under section 18 of the Act in respect of supplying or administering an
4 drug to a patient in the hospital or nursing home.
