subsidiary has the same meaning as in the Corporations Act 2001 of the
Commonwealth.
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4—Fees

(1) The fees set out in Schedule 1 are payable to the Court in relation to proceedings in
the Civil Division.

(2) The fees set out in Schedule 2 are payable to the Court in relation to proceedings in
the Criminal Division.

(3) The fees set out in Schedule 3 are payable to the Court in relation to proceedings in
the Criminal Injuries Division.

(4) The fees to be charged by the Court for inspection or copying of material under
section 54 of the Act are the appropriate fees set out in the Schedules.

(5) The Court may require a non-refundable deposit as security for the payment of fees

for the production of a transcript of the hearing of a case at the request of a party
where the Court does not require the transcript.
