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1—Short title 
These regulations may be cited as the District Court (Fees) Regulations 2004. 

3—Interpretation 
In these regulations— 

Act means the District Court Act 1991; 

ADD means the Administrative and Disciplinary Division of the Court; 

corporation has the same meaning as in the Corporations Act 2001 of the 
Commonwealth; 

National Credit Code means the National Credit Code in Schedule 1 of the National 
Consumer Credit Protection Act 2009 of the Commonwealth; 

not-for-profit organisation means a corporation that is not for the purpose of trading 
or securing a pecuniary profit for its members from its transactions; 

prescribed corporation means a corporation other than— 

 (a) a small business; or 

 (b) a not-for-profit organisation; 

small business means a corporation that—  

 (a) has less than 20 full-time equivalent employees; and 

 (b) is not a subsidiary of a corporation that has 20 or more full-time employees; 

subsidiary has the same meaning as in the Corporations Act 2001 of the 
Commonwealth.

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4—Fees 
 (1) The fees set out in Schedule 1 are payable to the Court in relation to proceedings in 

the Civil Division.

 (3) The fees set out in Schedule 3 are payable to the Court in relation to proceedings in 
the Criminal Injuries Division.
