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1—Short title

These regulations may be cited as the Environment Protection (Exempt Classes of
Persons and Activities) Regulations 2001.

2—Commencement

These regulations will come into operation on 17 May 2001.

3—Interpretation
In these regulations—

the Act means the Environment Protection Act 1993, and includes statutory
instruments made under the Act.

4—Exemptions under section 140(2)(b)

Under section 140(2)(b) of the Act, the classes of persons and activities set out in the
Schedule are exempt, either unconditionally or subject to conditions specified in the
Schedule, from the application of the Act or provisions of the Act that are specified in
the Schedule.

Schedule—Exempt classes of persons and activities

The generation of electricity by gas turbines located outside Metropolitan Adelaide (as defined
in the Development Act 1993) is exempt from the application of item 4(c) of the Schedule of
the Environment Protection (Air Quality) Policy 1994.
