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1—Short title 
These regulations may be cited as the Environment, Resources and Development 
Court (Native Title) Regulations 1995. 

2—Commencement 
These regulations will come into operation on the day on which the Environment, 
Resources and Development Court (Native Title) Amendment Act 1994 comes into 
operation. 

3—Interpretation 
In these regulations— 

Act means the Environment, Resources and Development Court Act 1993. 

4—Commonwealth Minister to be consulted about appointment of native title 
commissioners 

For the purposes of section 10(2b) of the Act, the Minister for Aboriginal and Torres 
Strait Islander Affairs for the Commonwealth is designated as the Commonwealth 
Minister. 

5—Fees 
The fees set out in the Schedule are payable to the Court in relation to proceedings 
before the Court involving a native title question (to the exclusion of fees payable 
under the Environment, Resources and Development Court Regulations 1993).
