1. These regulations may be cited as the Fees Regulation (Education) Regulations, 1990.

I nterpretation
2. (1) In these regulations—

"authority” means an authority granted by the Teachers Registration Board under section
63(1) of the Education Act 1972;

"Government school" has the same meaning as in the Education Act, 1972,

"registration fee" means the fee for registration as a teacher prescribed by the Teachers
Registration Regulations 1975, as in force from time to time (not including any additional
assessment fee prescribed by those regulations for the purposes of such registration);

"Teachers Registration Board" has the same meaning as in the Education Act 1972.

(2) For the purposes of these regulations, a student is to be regarded as a full fee paying
overseas student if—

(@ the student holds a temporary entry permit in force under the Migration Act 1958 of
the Commonwealth;

and
(b) the Commonwealth and the State disregard the student (or a class of students to which
that student belongs) when calculating the amount of any assistance to the school at
which the student is enrolled.
