These regulations may be cited as the Fees Regulation (Incidental SAAS Services)
Regulations 2009.

2—Commencement

4—Feefor provision of incidental SAAS services

Thefollowing feeis payable to SAAS for the provision of incidental SAAS services:

(8) if the person receiving the servicesis the holder of avalid prescribed card—
$86; or

(b) inany other case—$172.

The fee is payable by the person receiving the services whether or not the person

requested or consented to the services.
For the purposes of this regulation, incidental SAAS services are provided if—
(& amember of the staff of SAAS—

(i) attendsat aplacein response to arequest for medical assistance
(whether made by 000 emergency telephone call or other means) for
aperson who may have an injury or illness requiring immediate
medical attention in order to maintain life or to alleviate suffering;

(if) assesses or treats the person; but
