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1—Short title 
These regulations may be cited as the Fisheries Act (Aquatic Reserves) 
Regulations 1989. 

2—Commencement 
These regulations will come into operation on 27 July, 1989. 

3—Revocation 
The Fisheries Act (Aquatic Reserves) Regulations 1984 (see , Gazette 28.6.1984 
p1980) as varied, are revoked. 

4—Interpretation 
 (1) In these regulations, unless the contrary intention appears— 

 (a) the Act means the Fisheries Act 1982; 

 (b) words and expressions defined in the Fisheries (General) Regulations 1984, 
have the same meanings, respectively, as in those regulations; 

 (c) a reference to a named aquatic reserve is a reference to the aquatic reserve of 
that name as defined from time to time by proclamation made pursuant to 
section 47 of the Act. 

 (2) For the purposes of these regulations and any proclamation made pursuant to 
section 47 of the Act, a chart reference appearing at the foot of a boundary description 
of an aquatic reserve, or part of an aquatic reserve, is a reference to the published 
navigation chart in accordance with which that boundary description was plotted. 
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5—Access to and fishing activities in aquatic reserves 
Pursuant to section 48G(1) of the Act, a person may— 

 (a) enter and remain in an aquatic reserve; and 

 (b) engage in a fishing activity in an aquatic reserve, 

as permitted under the Schedule. 

6—Regulations to have effect subject to Fisheries (General) Regulations 
These regulations have effect subject to the Fisheries (General) Regulations 1984, and 
nothing in these regulations authorises any person to act in contravention of those 
regulations.
