maintaining a distance of 100
metres from the high water mark to
a point due north of Penguin Rock
on the northern shore of West
Island, then due south to the high
water mark on the shore of the
island, then in agenerally south
westerly direction along the high
water mark back to the point of
commencement.

Any person No fishing activity is permitted in the
portion of the Reserve comprising waters
bounded as follows:

Commencing at the high water
mark at Restless Point on the
western shore of West Island, then
due west for a distance of 100
metres, then following the outer
boundary of West Island in a
southerly, easterly, northerly and
north westerly direction
maintaining a distance of 100
metres from the high water mark to
a point due north of Penguin Rock
on the northern shore of West
Island, then due south to the high
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water mark on the shore of the
island, then in a south easterly,
southerly, westerly and northerly

direction along the high water

mark back to the point of

commencement.
