(i) carrieson abusinessin the course of which agquatic resources are
sold, or aquatic resources are supplied as ameal or part of ameal,
directly to the public.

The fees set out in Schedule 1 are prescribed for the purposes set out in that Schedule.

5—Payment by instalments

(1) For the purposes of sections 54(1)(c) and 64(1)(d) of the Act, the first instalment of an
application fee that must accompany the application is an amount equal to 25 per cent
of the application fee.

(2) Theunpaid balance of an application fee is payablein equal instalments at intervals
fixed by the Minister.

6—Penalty for default in payment

(1) If aprescribed authority is surrendered, the Minister must, on application by the
former holder of the authority, refund an amount that bears to the licence or
registration fee or annual fee last paid in respect of the authority the same proportion
as the number of complete months from the date of surrender to the following 1 July
bearsto 12.

The Minister may waive afee payable on application for an exemption, permit or
duplicate authority if satisfied that it is appropriate to do so in aparticular case.
