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1—Short title

These regulations may be cited as the Fisheries (Scheme of Management—Lakes and
Coorong Fishery) Regulations 1991.

3—Revocation

The Scheme of Management (Lakes and Coorong Fishery) Regulations 1984 (see
Gazette 14.6.1984 p1664), as varied, are revoked.
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4—Interpretation
(1) Intheseregulations unless the contrary intention appears—
the Act means the Fisheries Act 1982;

coastal waters means the waters of the ocean and all bays, gulfs, straits, passages,
inlets and estuaries of the State that are subject to the tidal influence of the sea;

the fishery means the Lakes and Coorong Fishery constituted by these regulations;

Lakes and Coorong means the waters of the Coorong, Lake Alexandrina, Lake Albert
and the coastal waters out to three nautical miles from low water mark from the
seaward extension of the Goolwa Beach Road to the jetty at Kingston;

mesh net has the same meaning as in the Fisheries (General) Regulations 2000 and
includes adrum net as defined in those regulations,

mesh net entitlement means the maximum number of mesh nets that the holder of a
licence in respect of the fishery may lawfully use at any one time for the purpose of
taking fish pursuant to the licence;

the revoked regulations means the regulations revoked by regulation 3;
SARDI means the South Australian Research and Devel opment Institute;

yabbie pot has the same meaning as in the Fisheries (General) Regulations 2000 and
includes adrop net and hoop net as defined in those regulations;

yabbie pot entitlement means the maximum number of yabbie pots that the holder of a
licence in respect of the fishery may lawfully use at any one time for the purpose of
taking fish pursuant to the licence.

(4) Intheseregulations, areference to the taking of fish includes areference to an act
preparatory to, or involved in the taking of the fish.

5—Constitution of thefishery
(1) TheLakesand Coorong Fishery is constituted.
(2) TheLakesand Coorong Fishery consists of—
(8 thetaking of fish specified in Schedule 1 in the Lakes and Coorong; and

(b) thetaking of razor fish (Pinna bicolor) in the Lakes and Coorong for the
purpose of bait.

6—No further licencesto be granted

The licences in respect of the fishery in force under the revoked regulations
immediately before the commencement of these regulations continue in force as
licencesin respect of the fishery subject to the provisions of the Act and these
regulations, and no other licence may be granted in respect of the fishery.

7—Expiry of licences

A licencein respect of the fishery expires on 30 June following the date of its last
renewal.
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8—Renewal of licences

(1) A licencein respect of the fishery may be renewed by the Director on application
made before or within 12 months after the expiry of the licence.

(2) Anapplication to renew alicence in respect of the fishery must—

(@ bemade by the holder of the licence or, if the licence has expired, by the
person who last held the licence; and

(b) bemadein writing in aform approved by the Director and signed by the
applicant.

(3 Where an application to renew alicence is made before the expiry of the licence, the
renewal of the licence takes effect from the expiry of the licence.

(49) Where an application to renew alicence is made after the expiry of the licence, the
renewal of the licence takes effect from the date on which the application is granted.

(5) The Director may not renew alicence unless the applicant has paid—
@ —
(i) afeeof $5241; or

(i) thefirst instalment of afee of $5 331 in accordance with
subregulation (6);

(b) theamount of any previous renewal fee remaining payable in respect of the
licence, together with any additional amount payable for late payment of an
instalment of the renewal fee.

(6) Where an application to renew alicence is made before or within three months after
the expiry of the licence, the renewal fee may be paid by four equal instalments
payable on or before the date of renewal of the licence and 1 October, 1 January and
1 April following the date of renewal.

(7) If aninstalment of arenewal feeisnot paid in full within 21 days after the due date for
payment, an additional amount equal to 10 per cent of the amount of the instalment is
payable.

(8 Where—

(@ aninstalment of arenewa feefor alicenceisnot paid in full on or before the
due date; or

(b) anadditional amount is required to be paid for late payment of an instalment
of arenewal fee,

the amount unpaid may be recovered from the holder of the licence or the person who
last held the licence as a debt due to the Crown.

8A—Refund on surrender of licence

Where alicence in respect of the fishery is surrendered, the Director must, on
application by the former licensee, refund an amount that bears to the renewal fee last
paid in respect of the licence the same proportion as the number of complete months
from the date of surrender to the following 1 July bearsto 12.

Director.

An application for consent to the transfer of alicence must be ajoint application made
by the holder of the licence and the transferee.

(c) must contain a nomination by the holder of the licence of the person to whom
the licenceisto be transferred; and

(d) must be verified by the applicants by statutory declaration.

(c) an application fee of $300.

Before consenting to the transfer of alicence, the Director must be satisfied asto the
following matters:

(b) that no proceedings alleging an offence under the Act are pending or likely to
be commenced in the State against the holder of the licence; and

(c) that the transfer isto one person only; and
(d) that thetransfereeisanatural person who—

application, been convicted in the State or elsewhere in Australia of
an offence involving a breach of any legislation relating to fishing;
and

(e) that no proceedings alleging an offence involving a breach of any legislation
relating to fishing are pending or likely to be commenced in the State or
elsewhere in Australia against the transferee; and

(h) if any boat registered by endorsement of the licence is the subject of, is
registered by endorsement of, or is otherwise referred to in, alicence, permit,
authority or other entitlement to take fish granted under the Commonwealth
Act or the laws of another State or Territory—

(i) that the entitlement is either to be transferred together with the
fishery licence to the transferee or to be surrendered on or before the
transfer of the fishery licence; or

(i) tha—
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(A) thetransfer of the fishery licence separately from
entitlement is not likely to result in fishing activities that
endanger or overexploit fishery resources; and

(B) the person or body that granted the entitlement concurs with
the separate transfer of the licence.

10—Registration of boats

(1) Anapplication to register a boat to be used pursuant to alicence in respect of the
fishery must be made in writing in aform approved by the Director and be
accompanied by the applicant's licence in respect of the fishery.

(2) Before granting registration of the boat the Director must be satisfied that the
applicant is the holder of alicencein respect of the fishery.

11—Registration as master

(1) Anapplication for registration of a person as the master of a boat used pursuant to a
licence in respect of the fishery must be made in writing in aform approved by the
Director and be accompanied by the applicant's licence in respect of the fishery.

(2) A person other than the holder of the licence cannot be registered as the master of a
boat used pursuant to the licence unless the holder of the licence is already registered
as the master of a boat used pursuant to afishery licence.

12—Revocation of registration

(1) The Director may, on application by the holder of alicence in respect of the fishery,
revoke any registration effected by endorsement of the licence.

(2) Anapplication for revocation of aregistration must be made in writing in aform
approved by the Director and be accompanied by the licence on which the registration
is endorsed.

13—Mesh net entitlement

The Director may impose or vary conditions on licences in respect of the fishery
fixing mesh net entitlements as follows:

(& amesh net entitlement may be fixed by condition of alicence but must not
exceed 100;

(b) the mesh net entitlement fixed by any such condition of alicence must, until
the licence is transferred, be the number endorsed on the licence as the mesh
net entitlement under the revoked regulations immediately before the
commencement of these regulations subject to any subsequent variation made
in accordance with paragraph (d);

(c) where aperson becomes the holder of alicence in respect of the fishery asa
result of the transfer of the licence, the mesh net entitlement for that licence
must be fixed at 25 subject to any subsequent variation made in accordance
with paragraph (d);

(d) the mesh net entitlement for alicence may, on application made in a manner
and form approved by the Director by the holder of the licence and the holder
of another licence in respect of the fishery, be increased by 25 provided
that—
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(i) theother licenceisfirst surrendered to the Director; and

(i) if the mesh net entitlement as so increased would exceed 100, the
entitlement isfixed at 100 only.

14—Y abbie pot entitlement

The Director may impose or vary conditions on licences in respect of the fishery
fixing yabbie pot entitlements as follows:

(a) ayabbie pot entitlement may be fixed by condition of alicence but must not
exceed 100;

(b) theyabbie pot entitlement fixed by any such condition of alicence must, until
the licence is transferred, be the number endorsed on the licence as the yabbie
pot entitlement under the revoked regulations immediately before the
commencement of these regulations subject to any subsequent variation in
accordance with paragraph (d);

(c) where aperson becomes the holder of alicencein respect of the fishery asa
result of the transfer of the licence, the yabbie pot entitlement for that licence
must be fixed at 50 subject to any subsequent variation in accordance with
paragraph (d);

(d) theyabbie pot entitlement for alicence may, on application made in a manner
and form approved by the Director by the holder of the licence and the holder
of another licence in respect of the fishery, be increased by the amount of the
yabbie pot entitlement for that other licence provided that—

(i) theother licenceisfirst surrendered to the Director; and

(if) if the yabbie pot entitlement as so increased would exceed 100, the
entitlement is fixed at 100 only.

15—Use of agentsin fishing activitieson the shore

The holder of alicence in respect of the fishery or the registered master of a boat
registered by endorsement of such alicence must not cause or permit a person to be
engaged on the shore as an agent of the holder of the licence in afishing activity of a
class that constitutes the fishery unless—

(@) theholder of the licence or the registered master is at the same time also
engaged on the shore in afishing activity of a class that constitutes the
fishery; and

(b) the holder of the licence or the registered master (as the case may be) and the
other person remain, while so engaged, within 700 metres of each other.

Penalty: Division 6 fine.

Expiation fee: Division 9 fee.

The holder of alicence in respect of the fishery or the registered master of a boat
registered by endorsement of such alicence must not cause or permit more than 2

persons to be engaged at the same time on the shore as agents of the holder of the
licence in afishing activity of aclass that constitutes the fishery.

Penalty: Division 6 fine.
Expiation fee: Division 9 fee.
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16—Use of agentsin fishing activities on boats

(1) Theholder of alicencein respect of the fishery or the registered master of a boat
registered by endorsement of such alicence must not cause or permit a person to be
engaged on aboat as an agent of the holder of the licence in afishing activity of a
class that congtitutes the fishery unless—

(@ theholder of the licence or the registered master is at the same time also
engaged on aregistered boat in afishing activity of aclassthat constitutes the
fishery; and

(b) the holder of the licence or the registered master (as the case may be) and the
other person remain, while so engaged, within 500 metres of each other.

Penalty: Division 6 fine.
Expiation fee: Division 9 fee.

(2) Theholder of alicencein respect of the fishery or the registered master of a boat
registered by endorsement of such alicence must not cause or permit more than 2

persons to be engaged at the same time on a boat as agents of the holder of the licence
in afishing activity of aclassthat constitutes the fishery.

Penalty: Division 6 fine.
Expiation fee: Division 9 fee.

(3 A boat used by a person as the agent of the holder of alicence in respect of the fishery
in afishing activity of aclass that constitutes the fishery need not be registered if the

boat is marked with the same distinguishing mark and in the same way as a boat
registered by endorsement of the licence.

17—Furnishing of returns
(1) Theholder of alicencein respect of the fishery must—

(@ fill out areturn, in aform determined by the Minister, in respect of each
calendar month during the currency of the licence; and

(b) includein the return such information as the Chief Executive Officer of
SARDI, with the approval of the Minister, requires; and

(c) dateand sign the return and certify that the information contained in the
return is complete and accurate, and post and deliver the return to the office
of the Chief Executive Officer of SARDI within 15 days of the end of the
month to which it relates.

Penalty: Division 6 fine.
Expiation fee: Division 9 fee.
(2) Wherethe holder of alicence in respect of the fishery takes no fish pursuant to the

licence during a particular calendar month, he or sheis required by subregulation (1)
to furnish areturn in respect of that period indicating that no fish were taken.
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18—Copiesof returns must be made
The holder of alicence in respect of the fishery must—

(@ makeacopy of each return that he or she fills out pursuant to these
regulations before the return is sent or delivered to the Chief Executive
