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1—Short title

These regulations may be cited as the Freedom of Information (Fees and Charges)
Regulations 2003.

3—Interpretation

In these regulations, unless the contrary intention appears—
Act means the Freedom of Information Act 1991,
concession cardholder means a person who is the holder of—
(& acurrent concession card—
(i) issued under an Act or law of the Commonwealth; or

(if) issued by the administrative unit of the Public Service that is, under a
Minister, responsible for the administration of the Family and
Community Services Act 1972,

(other than a concession card the issue of which is not subject to a means
test); or

(b) acurrent student identification card issued to a student of a secondary or
tertiary educational institution by that institution.

4—Prescribed fees and charges (section 53(1))

The fees and charges payable for the purposes of the Act are as set out in Schedule 1.
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5—Waiver and remission (section 53(2)(a))

Where a person liable to pay afee or charge to an agency under the Act satisfies the

agency—
(8 that he or sheisaconcession card holder; or

(b) that payment of the fee or charge would cause financial hardship to the
person,

the agency must waive or remit the fee or charge.*

Note—

1 Note that section 53(2a) of the Act provides that an agency may, asit thinksfit,
waive, reduce or remit afee or chargein circumstances other than those
provided for in this regulation.

6—Access to documents by Member s of Parliament—prescribed threshold
(section 53(2)(b))

A Member of Parliament who applies for access to an agency's documents under the
Act isentitled to access to the documents without charge unless the work generated by
the application involves fees and charges (cal culated in accordance with Schedule 1)
totalling more than $1 000.

X-ray, video tape, computer tape or computer disk incurred by the
agency in producing
the copy

If the applicant requires that a document be posted or delivered, the
applicant must pay the actual costs incurred by the agency in posting or
delivering the document.
