Gaming Machines (Fees) Regulations 2018

under the Gaming Machines Act 1992
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1—Short title

These regulations may be cited as the Gaming Machines (Fees) Regulations 2018.

2—Commencement

These regulations will come into operation on the day on which Part 5 of the Statutes
Amendment and Repeal (Budget Measures) Act 2018 comes into operation.

3—Interpretation
In these regulations, unless the contrary intention appears—
Act means the Gaming Machines Act 1992.

4—Fees
The fees set out in Schedule 1 are payable for the purposes of the Act.
