under the Heritage Places Act 1993
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1—Short title
These regulations may be cited as the Heritage Places Regul ations 2005.

3—Interpretation
In these regulations, unless the contrary intention appears—
Act means the Heritage Places Act 1993;
business day means any day except—
(8 Saturday, Sunday or a public holiday; or
(b) any other day which falls between 25 December in any year and 1 January in
the following year.
4—Establishment of statutory committee
(1) The Council must establish a committee to advise or assist the Council asto—

(8 themaking of an entry in the Register pursuant to section 14(2) of the Act;
and

(b) thedesignation of a State Heritage Place pursuant to section 14(7) of the Act;
and

(c) theprovisiona entry of aparticular place in the Register pursuant to
section 17 of the Act (on the basis that the committee will act as the Council's
delegate in relation to this matter).
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(2) The members of the committee—
(@ will be appointed by the Council; and
(b) inaccordance with terms and conditions determined by the Council.

5—Period within which Council to be notified
For the purposes of section 27(2)(b) of the Act—

(a8 the prescribed period for notifying the Council of the location of an object is
5 business days from the date of discovery; and

(b) the prescribed period for furnishing information to the Council is 10 business
days from the date on which the Council requested the provision of the
relevant information, or such longer period as the Council may allow.

6—Notice

For the purposes of paragraph (a) of section 38A(5) of the Act, a notice of the Minister
under that paragraph must be in the form prescribed by Schedule 1.

—Fees
(1) Thefeesset out in Schedule 2 are payable to the Council.

(2) The Council may waive or reduce afeeif satisfied that it is appropriatetodo soina
particular case.

8—Transitional provision for delegations

A delegation made by the State Heritage Authority may continue to operate asiif it
were a delegation made by the Council until that delegation is varied or revoked by
the Council.

If you elect to be prosecuted rother than facing the civil penalty proceedings, you
must serve a written notice on the Minister within 21 days after service of this
notice.

A person who is faced with the
possibility of a civil penalty may elect to be prosecuted for a criminal offence,
which must be proved at the higher standard of "bevond reasonable doubt™,

. For the purposes of allowing a person to make an election, the Mimister maust
serve a notice on the person advising the person that he or she may, by written
naotice fv the Minister, elect to be prosecuted for the contravention, and allowing
the person nod less than 21 davs to do so0. This is the reason for the service of
this notice,

3 Proceedings for a civil penalty are stayed if criminal proceedings are started or have
already been started against the person for an offence that is the same (or substantially
the same) as the conduct alleged to constitute the contravention to which the
proceedings relate. They may be resumed if the criminal proceedings do not result in
a formal finding of guilty being made against the person,

4 If an amount is paid in the civil proceedings, criminal proceedings may not be initiated
against the persom for an offence constitubed by conduct that is the same (or
substantally the same) as the conduct alleged o constitute the contravention in
relation 1o which the amount has been paid.
