Part 1—Preliminary
1—Short title

These regulations may be cited as the Motor Vehicles Regulations 1996.

4—Interpretation

D

In these regulations, unless the contrary intention appears—
the Act means the Motor Vehicles Act 1959;

articulated bus means a bus consisting of more than one rigid section with passenger
access between the sections and the sections connected to one another so asto allow
rotary movement between the sections;

articulated motor vehicle means a motor vehicle consisting of a prime mover and a
trailer that is pivoted to and superimposed on the prime mover (a semi-trailer);

B double means an articulated motor vehicle that has a further semi-trailer
superimposed on the semi-trailer that forms part of the articulated motor vehicle;

bike rack means a device that—

(8 isdesigned or adapted for attachment to the rear of a motor vehicle (other
than amotor bike or motor trike); and

(b) isdesigned or adapted for the carriage of one or more pedal cycles, motor
bikes, wheelchairs or other similar ride-on vehicles (whether self-propelled or
propelled by the rider);

bus means a motor vehicle—
(@) designed for the principal purpose of carrying passengers,; and
(b) designed to carry more than 12 seated adult persons;

converter dolly means atrailer with one axle group or single axle and afifth wheel
coupling designed to convert a semi-trailer into adog trailer;

dog trailer means atrailer (including atrailer consisting of a semi-trailer and
converter dolly) with—

(8 oneaxlegroup or single axle at the front that is steered by connection to the
towing vehicle by adrawbar; and

(b) oneaxlegroup or single axle at the rear;
engine number has the same meaning asin Part 3A of the Road Traffic Act 1961,

fifth wheel coupling means a device, other than the upper rotating element and the
kingpin (which are parts of a semi-trailer), used with a prime-mover, semi-trailer or a
converter dolly to permit quick coupling and uncoupling and to provide for
articulation;

motor trike means a motor vehicle with three wheels, but does not include—

(@ atwo wheeled motor vehicle with a sidecar attached to it and supported by a
third wheel; or
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e

(b) amotor vehicle with three wheels that has a body type commonly known as,
or similar to, a sedan, station wagon, coupe, convertible, roadster, utility, tray
top or van;

power -assisted pedal cycle means a pedal cycle that has one or more auxiliary
propulsion motors with a combined power output not exceeding 200 watts;

rigid means not articulated, other than in respect of an articulated bus;

road train means a combination of vehicles, other than a B-double, consisting of a
motor vehicle towing at least two trailers (counting as one trailer a converter dolly
supporting a semi-trailer);

special purpose vehicle has the same meaning as in the Commonwealth Road
Transport Charges Act;

unladen mass has the same meaning as in the Road Traffic Act 1961,

vehicle identification number has the same meaning as in Part 3A of the Road Traffic
Act 1961,

vehicle identification plate has the same meaning asin Part 3A of the Road Traffic
Act 1961.

A reference in these regulations to a government-registered motor vehicleisa
reference to a motor vehicle—

() thatisregistered under the scheme established for the registration of motor
vehicles used for or in connection with Government or Government
sponsored services and known as the Continuous Gover nment Registration
Scheme; and

(b) inrespect of which the Registrar has issued number plates of the class
established by the Registrar under section 47A of the Act as Class 8—
Government Vehicle Number Plates.

Part 2—Registration of motor vehicles

Division 1—Exemptions and per mits
7—Exemption from registration and insurance for certain vehiclesdriven by
or at direction of member of police force etc

(1) A motor vehicle may be driven on roads without registration or insurance if the
vehicleis being driven by, or at the direction of, a person of a class prescribed by
subregulation (2) acting pursuant to powers conferred on the person, or in the
discharge of dutiesimposed on the person, in relation to the vehicle (whether under
the Act or any other Act or law).

(2) For the purposes of subregulation (1), the following classes of persons are prescribed:
(& members of the police force;
(b) inspectors;
(c) persons authorised to examine motor vehicles under section 139 of the Act.

8—Exemption from registration and insurance for certain vehicles used by
disabled persons (s 12A(1) of the Act)

A motor vehicle (other than a motor car) may be driven on roads without registration
or insurance by a person who, because of some physical infirmity reasonably requires
the use of the vehicle, if—

(8 thevehicleisspecially designed and constructed (and not merely adapted) for
the transport of a person suffering from some physical defect or disability;
and

(b) the vehicle has seating for one person only; and
(c) theunladen mass of the vehicle does not exceed 250 kilograms; and
(d) thevehicleis capable only of short low speed journeys.
9—Exemption from registration and insurance for vehicles being towed by
towtrucks

A motor vehicle (other than atrailer) may be towed by atowtruck on roads without
registration or insurance.

9A—Exemption from registration and insurance for golf cartsand certain
motor bikes

(1) Subject to the conditions set out in subregulation (4), a prescribed motor vehicle may
be driven on agolf course without registration or insurance.

(2) Subject to the conditions set out in subregulation (4), a prescribed motor vehicle may
be driven on aroad that does not form part of a golf course without registration or
insurance in order to travel by the shortest available route from one part of a golf
course to another part of the golf course.

(3) Subregulations (1) and (2) only apply if the motor vehicle is being driven by the
owner of the vehicle or by a person authorised by the owner of the vehicle.
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(4) The conditionsreferred to in subregulations (1) and (2) are as follows:

(@ thevehicle must not be used, either wholly or partly, for the purpose of hiring
it to another person for fee or reward; and

(b) apolicy of public liability insurance indemnifying the owner and any
authorised driver of the vehicle in an amount of at least ten million dollarsin
relation to death or bodily injury caused by, or arising out of, the use of the
vehicle must bein force.

(5) Inthisregulation—

golf cart means a motor vehicle designed for the purpose of transporting a person or
persons who are playing golf around a golf course;

golf courseincludes—

(@ land (including land used for car parking) used for the purposes of, or in
conjunction with, agolf course; and

(b) two golf courses that are adjacent to one another and are managed by the
same club or authority;

prescribed motor vehicle means—

(@ agolf cart;

(b) amotor bike that—
(i) hasamass not exceeding 65 kilograms; and
(i) has an engine capacity not exceeding 50 millilitres; and
(iii) isfitted with automatic transmission; and
(iv) isnot capable of being propelled by its engine to a speed exceeding

50 kilometres per hour.
9B—Exemption from registration and insurance for power-assisted pedal
cycles

A power-assisted pedal cycle may be driven on roads without registration or
insurance.

10—Permit to drive unregistered vehicle in prescribed circumstances
(s16(2)(c)(ii) of the Act)

A permit under section 16(1)(c)(ii) of the Act may authorise a motor vehicle to be
driven on roads without registration—

(8 toenablethevehicleto bedriven in astreet procession, motor club rally or
other similar activity; or

(b) to enable the vehicle to be moved to another location; or

(c) toenablethe vehicleto betowed by another motor vehicle (other than a
towtruck); or

(d) toenablethe vehicleto be driven for alimited number of short journeys.
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Registration of motor vehicles—Part 2
Notification of alterations or additions to vehicles—Division 2

Division 2—Notification of alterations or additionsto vehicles

11—Duty to notify alterations or additionsto vehicles

(1) For the purposes of section 44(1) of the Act, the alterations and additions specified in
Schedule 4 are prescribed.

(2) A registered owner or registered operator of a motor vehicle who gives written notice
to the Registrar under section 44(1) of the Act must include the following particulars
in the notice:

(8 afull description of the alteration or addition; and
(b) thedate on which the alteration or addition was made; and
© —

(i) inthe case of the substitution of an engine of identical
specifications—the substituted engine number; or

(i) inthe case of the substitution of an engine that does not have
identical specifications—the make, the number of pistons, the
diameter of the cylinders, the engine number and the type of
substituted engine; and

(d) if an alteration has been made to the construction of the vehicle—a
weighbridge note; and

(e) if any ateration or addition has been made that may vary the gross
combination mass or gross vehicle mass of the vehicle—the size, ply and type
of construction of the tyres; and

(f) detailsof any equipment that has been altered or added to the vehicle.

Divison 3—Number plates

12—Carriage of number plates (s47(1) of the Act)

For the purposes of section 47(1) of the Act, the following provisions apply to the
carriage of number plates:

(@ amotor vehicle must have attached to it—
(i) inthe case of amotor bike or trailer—one number plate at the rear;
(if) inthe case of atractor or agricultural machine—one number plate;

(iii) in any other case—one number plate at the front and one number
plate at the rear,

such that—

(iv) the bottom edge of the plate is not less than 30 centimetres above the
level of the ground and in such a position that every figure and letter
of the registered number is upright; and

v) —
(A) inthe case of aplate placed on the front of the vehicle—the
whole of the plate is visible from the front; and
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(B) inthe case of aplate placed on the rear of avehicle—the
whole of the plate is visible from the rear; and

(b) every letter and figure on a number plate must be—

(i) clearly visiblein daylight to a person standing on the same plane as
the vehicle at any point not less than 3 metres or more than 18 metres
from the plate looking at the plate along an imaginary line
approximately at right angles to the plate; and

(i) legible from left to right on a plane level with the ground; and
(iii) cleanand legible at al times; and
(c) anumber plate must be rectangular.

13—Exemption from duty to carry number plates

A person who drives amotor vehicle, the front and rear of which is marked with the
number allotted to the vehicle under the Act (the registered number), is exempt from
the operation of section 47(1) of the Act if—

(@) theregistered number was allotted before 1 July 1996; and
(b) theregistered number was marked on the vehicle before 1 July 1996; and

(c) number plates bearing the registered number and the slogan "SA « The
Festival State" have never been obtained for the vehicle; and

(d) thevehicleisregistered in the name of the person who was, immediately
prior to 1 July 1996, recorded on the register of motor vehicles as the owner
of the vehicle; and

(e) thereisno agreement in force under section 47A of the Act between the
Registrar and the registered owner of the vehicle in relation to the registered
number; and

(f) every letter and figure of the registered number marked on the vehicleis—

(i) clearly visiblein daylight to a person standing on the same plane as
the vehicle at any point not less than 3 metres or more than 18 metres
from the portion of the vehicle on which the number is marked
looking at the number along an imaginary line approximately at right
angles to the number; and

(if) legible from left to right on a plane level with the ground; and
(ili) clean and legible at al times.
13A—Exemption from section 47D(1)(c) of Act in relation to police motor
bikes

A member of the police force who, in the course of official duties, drives on aroad, or
causes to stand on aroad, a government-registered motor bike at the front of which is
attached alabel or sticker that bears the number allotted to the motor bike under the
Act is exempt from section 47D(1)(c) of the Act if —

(@) thelabel or sticker is made of silver reflective decal material; and
(b) thelabel or sticker is 220 mm wide and 93 mm high; and

(d)

every letter and figure on the label or sticker is printed in blue on awhite
background and in upper case; and

the label or sticker bears the slogan "SA Government”.

Division 4—Trade plates

14—Purposes for which trade plates may beissued and used

For the purposes of sections 62(1) and 66 of the Act, the following purposes are

prescribed:
(8 delivery of amotor vehicle from premises of the manufacturer or distributor
of the vehicle to business premises of a motor vehicle dealer or auctioneer;
(b) delivery of amotor vehicle from premises of the manufacturer of the vehicle
to aplace for storage or to business premises of the distributor of the vehicle;
(c) relocation of a motor vehicle—
(i) between different business premises of a motor vehicle dealer or
auctioneer; or
(i)  between business premises of different motor vehicle dealers or
auctioneers,
(d) demonstration to a prospective purchaser of amotor vehicle of the on-road
performance of the vehicle—
(i) being ademonstration in respect of which the vendor of the vehicle
does not receive any monetary consideration; and
(ii) inthe case of acommercial motor vehicle that isto carry aload
during a demonstration, provided that—

(A) thedemonstration consists of not more than two separate
journeys by the same prospective purchaser and each
journey is completed within three days; and

(B) during the demonstration the vehicle is used only within the
State;

(e) demonstration to a prospective purchaser of abus of the on-road performance
of the bus, being a demonstration—
(i) inrespect of which the vendor of the bus does not receive any
monetary consideration; and
(i)  during which no passengers other than the prospective purchaser and
any person advising the prospective purchaser in relation to the
purchase of the bus are carried in the bus;
(f) on-road testing of a motor vehicle prior to delivery of the vehicleto a
purchaser of the vehicle;
(g) deivery of amotor vehicle sold by amotor vehicle dealer or auctioneer to a

place nominated by the purchaser of the vehicle (whether within or outside
the State);

in the case of a motor vehicle that—
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(i)

(i) issold by amotor vehicle dealer who is not authorised by a
delegation under section 7 of the Act to register vehicles sold by the
dealer; and

(if) isdelivered to the purchaser on aday on which, or at atime of day at
which, the office of the Registrar is closed for business,

to enable the vehicle to be driven by the purchaser or a person authorised by
the purchaser without registration for any purpose until the time at which the
office of the Registrar closes for business on the next day on which it is open
for business;

delivery of amotor vehicle to aworkshop or other place for repair or
servicing of the vehicle or the making of alterations or additions to the
vehicle,

return of amotor vehicle from aworkshop or other place at which the vehicle
has been repaired or serviced or at which alterations or additions have been
made to the vehicle;

delivery of amotor vehicle to a place for wrecking or disassembling;

on-road testing of amotor vehicle in the course of repairs or servicing or the
making of alterations or additions to the vehicle;

in the case of a motor vehicle on loan by a motor vehicle repairer to the
owner of amotor vehicle under repair—to enable the loan vehicle to be
driven for any purpose by the owner of the vehicle under repair provided
that—

(i) therepairer does not receive any separate monetary consideration in
respect of the provision of the loan vehicle; and

(if) if theloan vehicleisacommercial motor vehicle—the loan vehicleis
not used to carry aload during the loan period except within the
State; and

(iii) if theloan vehicleis not a special purpose vehicle—

(A) therepairerislicensed asadeaer under the Second-hand
Vehicle Dealers Act 1995; and

(B) theloan vehicleisasecond-hand vehicle that is being
offered or exposed for sale by the repairer; and

(C) anoticethat complies with section 16 of the Second-hand
Vehicle Dealers Act 1995 is attached to the loan vehicle;

delivery of amotor vehicle to the site of a motor show or other similar event
at which the vehicle isto be on display;

return of amotor vehicle from the site of a motor show or other similar event
at which the vehicle has been on display;

demonstration of the on-road performance of a motor vehicle while the
vehicleison display at amotor show or other similar event;

delivery of amotor vehicle to a place for inspection or examination under the
Act, the Road Traffic Act 1961 or any other Act or law;
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(r) return of amotor vehicle from a place to which the vehicle has been taken for
inspection or examination under the Act, the Road Traffic Act 1961 or any
other Act or law.

15—Tradeplate label and certificate of issue of trade plate

(1) Atthetime of issuing atrade plate, the Registrar must issue to the holder of the trade
plate or hisor her agent—

(8 atradeplate label; and
(b) acertificate of issue of atrade plate.
(2) A tradeplate label will bein aform determined by the Registrar.

(3) If theRegistrar is satisfied by statutory declaration or such other evidence as the
Registrar may require that the label or certificate issued in respect of atrade plate has
been lost or destroyed, the Registrar may, on application by the holder of the trade
plate or hisor her agent and payment of the prescribed fee, issue a duplicate label or
certificate.

16—Carriage of trade plate and trade plate label
If amotor vehicleisto be driven on aroad pursuant to section 66 of the Act—

(@) atrade plate must be securely attached to the rear of the vehicle in such a
position that the bottom edge of the plate is not less than 30 centimetres
above the level of the ground; and

(b) thelabel issued by the Registrar in respect of the trade plate must be
displayed in awaterproof holder that has a transparent front and is affixed to
the plate; and

(c) everyfigureand letter on the plate and label must be—
(i) legible from left to right on a plane level with the ground; and
(i) cleanand legibleat al times; and

(d) every figure and letter on the plate must be clearly visible in daylight to a
person standing on the same plane as the vehicle at any point not less than 3
metres or more than 18 metres from the plate, looking at the plate along an
imaginary line approximately at right anglesto the plate.

17—Offences

(1) A person must not—

(@) driveor leave standing on aroad a motor vehicle to which a colourable
imitation of atrade plate is attached; or

(b) driveor leave standing on aroad a motor vehicle to which is affixed atrade
plate that displays a colourable imitation of atrade plate label; or

(c) driveor leave standing on aroad a motor vehicle to which is affixed atrade
plate that displays atrade plate |abel issued in respect of another trade plate;
or
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(d) without lawful excuse, have in hisor her possession atrade plate label or an
article resembling atrade plate |abel that is liable to be mistaken for atrade
plate label.

(2) A person must not sell or supply trade plates without the approval of the Minister.

18—Replacement of lost trade plate
1 If—
(&) aperson satisfies the Registrar that—
(i) atrade plate has been lost; and
(if) theloss has been reported to a member of the police force; and
(iii) the circumstances of the loss justify replacement of the plate; and
(b) anapplication for replacement of the lost plate is made to the Registrar; and

(c) thefeeset outin Schedule 5 for the issue of areplacement trade plateis paid
to the Registrar,

the Registrar may issue anew trade plate to that person.
(2) The Registrar may require an applicant for a replacement trade plate to furnish—

(8) astatutory declaration stating the matters referred to in subregulation (1)(a);
and

(b) awritten undertaking to—

(i) returnto the Registrar the lost trade plateif it comesinto the
applicant's possession; or

(i) inform the Registrar of and when the location of the lost trade plate
becomes known to or suspected by the applicant.

Division 5—Miscellaneous

20—V ehiclesfor which aregistration label isnot required to beissued

(1) For the purposes of section 48(1)(b), (2) and (3) of the Act, agovernment-registered
motor vehicleis amotor vehicle of aprescribed class.

21—Carriage of registration labels and permits
(1) A registration label or permit under section 16 or 50 of the Act—
@ must—

(i) if issued in respect of amotor vehicle that has a windscreen (other
than amotor bike)—be firmly affixed in an upright position to the
vehicle—

(A) totheinside surface of the front or rear windscreenin a
corner on the opposite side of the windscreen to the driver's
position; or
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(B) inthe case of avehiclethat has a pivoted, hinged or fixed
side window adjacent to the front or rear windscreen on the
opposite side of the windscreen to the driver's position—to
the inside surface of that window,

but not so asto obstruct the driver's vision; or

(if) if issued in respect of amotor vehicle (other than a motor bike or
trailer) that does not have a windscreen—be displayed in a
waterproof holder that has a transparent front and is affixed to an
external surface of the vehicle on the left hand or near side of the
vehicle, as near as practicable to the position in which the label or
permit would have been affixed in accordance with subparagraph (i),
had the vehicle been fitted with awindscreen; or

(iii) if issued in respect of a motor bike—be displayed in a waterproof
holder that has a transparent front and is affixed to the handlebar in
the centre, left hand or near side of the motor bike; or

(iv) if issued in respect of atrailer—

(A) bedisplayed in awaterproof holder that has a transparent
front and is affixed to an external surface of the trailer on the
front left hand or near side of the trailer, at a height not
exceeding two metres above ground level; or

(B) inthecaseof atrailer that has a clear glass window be
affixed to the inside of the bottom left hand corner of the
window—at a height not exceeding two metres above
ground level; and

(b) must be displayed so asto be clearly visible to a person facing the label or
permit at a distance of four metres from the label or permit.

(2) For the purposes of section 48(4) of the Act, amotor vehicle registered under the Act
may be driven on roads without the registration label being affixed to the vehicle—

@ if—

(i) thevehicleis, for the purpose of having the label destroyed, being
driven to the place where the label isto be destroyed; and

(i) thedriver carries with him or her areceipt, issued by the Registrar or
an officer appointed by the Registrar, for a completed application for
cancellation of the registration of the vehicle; or

(i) thelabel has been destroyed; and

(i) thevehicleisbeing driven by the nearest practicable route from the
place where the label was destroyed to some other place where the
vehicleisto be kept or stored or to a port or depot from which the
vehicle isto be shipped or railed; and

(iii) thedriver carries with him or her areceipt, issued by the Registrar or
an officer appointed by the Registrar, for a completed application for
cancellation of the registration of the vehicle; or
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© if—

(i) payment of the fees payable for registration of the vehicle was made
by mail, telephone or the internet; and

(if) theregistration label has not been received by the registered owner
or the registered operator of the vehicle or his or her agent; and

(iif)  not more than 30 days have elapsed from the date the payment was
made.

A person must not drive a motor vehicle on aroad while—

(8 adeviceisattached to the vehicle or a number plate or trade plate on the
vehicle; or

(b) asubstanceis painted on or otherwise added to or made part of a number
plate or trade plate on the vehicle,

the effect of which isto obscure or distort aletter or figure on a number plate or trade
plate on the vehicle when the plate is viewed or photographed from any particular
angle or from all anglesin daylight or at night.

In subregulation (1), areference to a number plate extends to that portion of a motor
vehicle on which the registered number is marked in accordance with regulation 13.

Subregulation (1)(a) does not apply in relation to a motor vehicle to which abike rack
is attached if a number plate that—

(8 conformsto the specifications and design prescribed for a number plate of a
class established under section 47A of the Act for the purposes of this
subregulation; and

(b) bearsthe number allotted to the vehicle under the Act,
is attached to the bike rack and displayed such that—
(c) thewhole of the number plateisvisible from the rear; and

(d) the bottom edge of the number plate is not less than 30 centimetres above the
level of the ground and in such a position that every letter and figure of the
registered number is upright; and

(e) every letter and figure on the number plate is—
(i) legible from left to right on a plane level with the ground; and
(i) cleanand legibleat al times; and

(iii) clearly visiblein daylight to a person standing on the same plane as
the vehicle at any point not less than 3 metres or more than 18 metres
from the plate looking at the plate along an imaginary line
approximately at right angles to the plate.

If abike rack that displays a number plate is attached to a motor vehicle, a person
must not drive the motor vehicle on aroad while—

(8 adeviceisattached to the bike rack or the number plate on the bike rack; or

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(b) asubstanceis painted on or otherwise added to or made part of the number
plate on the bike rack,

the effect of which isto obscure or distort aletter or figure on the plate when the plate

isviewed or photographed from any particular angle or from all anglesin daylight or
at night.

23—Cancedllation of permit to drive unregistered vehicle

The holder of a permit under section 16 of the Act may at any time apply for
cancellation of the permit and if the Registrar is satisfied that—

(@ the permit has been destroyed; or

(b) themotor vehiclein respect of which the permit was issued has been stolen or
destroyed,

the Registrar must cancel the permit.

23A—Report required before registration of new vehicles—prescribed
particulars

A report required under section 23A of the Act in relation to a new motor vehicle
must—

(8 becompleted by amember of the police force, an inspector or a person
authorised by a delegation under section 7 of the Act; and

(b) contain the following particulars:
(i) the name of the person who completed the report; and
(i) the Vehicle Identification Number (VIN) of the vehicle; and
(iif) the month and year of manufacture of the vehicle; and
(iv) the make of the vehicle; and

(v) inthe case of amotor vehicle other than a caravan or trailer—the
body type and engine number of the vehicle.

23B—Classes of motor vehicles Registrar may refuseto register

For the purposes of section 24(3)(ca) of the Act, amotor vehicle of aclass that the
Roads and Traffic Authority of New South Wales may, under section 67(1) of the
Road Transport (General) Act 1999 of that State (as amended or substituted from time
to time), refuse to register under alaw of that State, is a prescribed class of vehicle.
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Part 2A—Heavy vehicles speeding control scheme

23C—Interpretation
In this Part—
road train means aroad train that, including itsload (if any), is over 19 metres long.

23D—Corresponding laws declared for purposes of the scheme

The following laws, as amended or substituted from time to time, are declared to be
corresponding laws for the purposes of Part 2A of the Act:

Motor Vehicles Act of the Northern Territory

Road Safety Act 1986 of Victoria

Road Traffic Act 1974 of Western Australia

Road Transport (Vehicle Registration) Act 1997 of New South Wales

Road Transport (Vehicle Registration) Act 1999 of the Australian Capital
Territory

Transport Operations (Road Use Management) Act 1995 of Queensland
Vehicle and Traffic Act 1999 of Tasmania.

23E—Prescribed classes of heavy vehicles

For the purposes of paragraph (c) of the definition of heavy vehicle in section 71C(1)
of the Act, aroad train is a prescribed class of motor vehicle.

23F—Prescribed speedsfor different classes of heavy vehicles

For the purposes of the definition of prescribed speed in section 71C(1) of the Act, the
following speeds are prescribed:
