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1—Short title 
These regulations may be cited as the Parliamentary Superannuation 
Regulations 2003. 

2—Commencement 
These regulations come into operation on the day on which they are made. 

3—Interpretation 
In these regulations— 

Act means the Parliamentary Superannuation Act 1974. 

4—Prescribed offices and positions (section 19) 
The following offices and positions are declared to be prescribed offices and positions 
for the purposes of section 19 of the Act: 

 (a) membership of the Parliament of the Commonwealth or of the Parliament of 
any State of the Commonwealth except South Australia; 

 (b) an office by virtue of which the holder of the office is a Judge as defined by 
section 4 of the Judges' Pensions Act 1971; 

 (c) judicial office established by the Commonwealth of Australia Constitution 
Act or by a law of the Commonwealth. 

5—Expiry 
These regulations will expire on 1 September 2005.
