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1—Short title
These regulations may be cited as the Partnership (Limited Partner ships)
Regulations 1997.

3—Interpretation
In these regulations, unless the contrary intention appears—
Act means the Partnership Act 1891.

4—Signing of notice of changein registered particulars

If anotice to be given by alimited partnership under section 55 of the Act only relates
to changes in—

(@ the nature of the business being carried on or proposed to be carried on under
the partnership's firm-name; or

(b) theaddressfor service of the partnership; or

(c) theaddressof any placein this State at which the business of the partnership
isor isproposed to be carried on; or

(d) thename or residential address of a partner,
the notice may be signed by one of the general partners.

5—Copy of court order to belodged with Commission

A limited partnership must, within seven days of the District Court making an order
under section 74 of the Act, lodge a copy of the order with the Commission.

Maximum penalty: $1 250.
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6—Fees
(1) Thefeesfixed by the Schedule are payable to the Commission for the purposes set out
in the Schedule.

(2) The Commission may waive, reduce or refund afee (or part of afee) payable under
these regulations if satisfied that it is appropriate to do so in aparticular case.
