These regulations may be cited as the Supreme Court (Fees) Regulations 1999.
3A—Interpretation

In these regulations—

Act means the Supreme Court Act 1935.
4—Fees

(1) The fees payable in respect of proceedings of the court are as follows:
(a) the fees set out in the Schedule; and

(b) in the case of the execution of process, in addition to the relevant fee, the
costs reasonably incurred in the execution.

Examples—
*  sums expended in attending the discharge of a ship or goods;
*  sums paid to a shipkeeper;
*  sums paid for the safe custody of property;

* travelling expenses;
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*  necessary meals;

*  sums paid to engage assistants;

*  postage, telephone calls;

»  fees paid to auctioneers or appraisers.

(2) The Registrar may require a party to proceedings to pay a deposit on account of any
fee to which the party may become liable under these regulations.

(3) The fees payable for inspection or copying of material under section 131 of the Act
are the appropriate fees set out in the Schedule.
