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1—Short title 
These regulations may be cited as the Supreme Court Regulations 2005. 

2—Commencement 
These regulations come into operation on the day on which they are made. 

3—Interpretation 
In these regulations— 

Act means the Supreme Court Act 1935. 

4—Definition of prescribed court (section 39) 
For the purposes of paragraph (d) of the definition of prescribed court in section 39(6) 
of the Act, the Residential Tenancies Tribunal is prescribed.
