For the purposes of section 30(3) of the Act, the prescribed proportion of the
aggregate amount paid into General Revenue by way of finesthat isto be paid into the
Victims of Crime Fund is 20 per cent.

5—Imposition of levy (section 32 of Act)

(1) For the purposes of section 32(2) of the Act, alevy isnot imposed on a person who
expiates an offence under an expiation notice if—
