1—Short title 

These regulations may be cited as the Youth Court (Fees) Regulations 2010. 

3—Fees 
 (1) The fees set out in Schedule 1 are payable to the Court in relation to proceedings in 

the Court. 

 (2) The Court may require a non-refundable deposit as security for the payment of fees 
for the production of a transcript of the hearing of a case at the request of a party 
where the Court does not require the transcript.
