M edical Practice Act 2004

An Act to protect the health and safety of the public by providing for the registration of
medical practitioners and medical students; to regulate the provision of medical treatment
for the purpose of maintaining high standards of competence and conduct by the persons
who provide it; to repeal the Medical Practitioners Act 1983; and for other purposes.
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The Parliament of South Australia enacts asfollows:

Part 1—Preliminary

1—Short title
This Act may be cited as the Medical Practice Act 2004.

2—Commencement

This Act will come into operation on a day to be fixed by proclamation.

3—Interpretation
(1) InthisAct, unlessthe contrary intention appears—

appropriate register means—
(8 thegenerd register; or
(b) the specialist register; or
(c) themedical student register,

as the case may require;

beneficiary includes an object of adiscretionary trust;

Board means the Medical Board of South Australia;

corporate or trustee medical services provider—see subsection (5);

director of abody corporate means a member of the board or committee of
management of the body corporate, whether validly appointed or not;

equipment includes appliances, instruments, dressings or substances used for the
purposes of medical treatment;

exempt provider means—

(@) arecognised hospital, incorporated health centre or private hospital within the
meaning of the South Australian Health Commission Act 1976; or
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(b) any other person declared by the regulations to be an exempt provider for the
purposes of this Act;

general register—see Part 4 Division 1;

inspector means a person authorised by the Board to exercise the powers of an
inspector under this Act;

legal practitioner means a person admitted and enrolled as a practitioner of the
Supreme Court of South Australia;

medical practitioner means a person who is registered on the general register or on
both the general register and the specialist register;

medical services provider means a person (not being a medical practitioner) who
provides medical treatment through the instrumentality of a medical practitioner or
medical student but does not include an exempt provider;

medical student means a person who is registered on the medical student register;
medical student register—see Part 4 Division 1,

medical treatment includes all medical or surgical advice, attendances, services,
procedures and operations;

nominated contact address of aregistered person means an address nominated by the
person for the purpose of service of notices and documents under this Act;

nurse means a person who is registered as a nurse under the Nurses Act 1999;

provide, in relation to medical treatment, means provide treatment personally or
through the instrumentality of another, and includes offer to provide;

psychologist means a person who is registered as a psychologist under the
Psychological Practices Act 1973;

record means—
(8 adocumentary record; or

(b) arecord made by an electronic, electromagnetic, photographic or optical
process; or

(c) any other kind of record;
register means aregister kept under this Act;
registered person means a person who is registered on aregister kept under this Act;
Registrar—

(@ inthecaseof areferencein Part 5 Division 4—means the person holding or
acting in the office of Registrar of the Tribunal;

(b) inany other case—means the person holding or acting in the office of
Registrar of the Board;

repealed Act means the Medical Practitioners Act 1983;

representative body means a body that is declared by the regulations to be a
representative body for the purposes of this Act;

specialist means a person who is registered on the specialist register;

specialist register—see Part 4 Division 1,

specialty means a branch of medicine declared by the Board, by notice in the Gazette,
to be a specialty;

Tribunal means the Medical Professional Conduct Tribunal;
unprofessional conduct includes—
(8 improper or unethical conduct in relation to professiona practice; and

(b) incompetence or negligence in relation to the provision of medical treatment;
and

(c) acontravention of or failure to comply with—
(i) aprovision of thisAct; or

(i) acode of conduct or professiona standard prepared or endorsed by
the Board under this Act; and

(d) conduct that constitutes an offence punishable by imprisonment for 1 year or
more under some other Act or law.

A reference in this Act to unprofessional conduct extends to—
(8 unprofessional conduct committed before the commencement of this Act; and

(b) unprofessional conduct committed within or outside South Australia or the
Commonwealth.

A reference in this Act to engaging in conduct includes areference to failing or
refusing to engage in conduct.

Without limiting the generality of the expression, a person who is not a medical
practitioner will, unless exempted by the regulations, be taken to provide medical
treatment through the instrumentality of a medical practitioner if the person, in the
course of carrying on a business, provides services to the practitioner for which the
person is entitled to receive a share in the profits or income of the practitioner's
medical practice.

For the purposes of this Act—

(@) acorporate medical services provider isamedical services provider that isa
body corporate and a person occupies a position of authority in such a
provider if the person—

(i) isadirector of the body corporate; or

(i) exercises, or isin aposition to exercise, control or substantial
influence over the body corporate in the conduct of its affairs; or

(iii) manages, or isto manage, the business of the body corporate that
consists of the provision of medical treatment; or

(iv) wherethe body corporateis a proprietary company—is a shareholder
in the body corporate; and

(b) atrustee medical services provider isaperson acting as amedical services
provider in the capacity of trustee of atrust and a person occupies a position
of authority in such a provider if the person is atrustee or beneficiary of the
trust.

For the purposes of this Act, a person occupies a position of authority in a body
corporate other than a corporate medical services provider if the person—

(@) isadirector of the body corporate; or

(b) exercises, orisinaposition to exercise, control or substantial influence over
the body corporate in the conduct of its affairs; or

(c) wherethe body corporate is a proprietary company—is a shareholder in the
body corporate.

However—

(& aminor who is a shareholder in a proprietary company, or a beneficiary under
atrust, is not, for that reason, to be regarded as a person occupying a position
of authority; and

(b) acharitable organisation that is a beneficiary of atrust is not, for that reason,
to be regarded as occupying a position of authority.

For the purposes of this Act, a person who holds more than 10 per cent of the issued
share capital of a public company will be regarded as a person occupying a position of
authority in that company.

4—Medical fithessto provide medical treatment

A person or body must, in making a determination under this Act as to a person's
medical fitnessto provide medical treatment, have regard to the question of whether
the person is able to provide medical treatment personally to a patient without
endangering the patient's health or safety.

6—Composition of Board
(1) TheBoard consists of 12 members appointed by the Governor of whom—
(@ 7 must be medical practitioners of whom—
(i) 1listobenominated by the Minister; and

(i) listo be selected by the Minister from a panel of 3 medical
practitioners jointly nominated by the Councils of The University of
Adelaide and The Flinders University of South Australiaor, if the
Councils are unable to agree as to the persons to be nominated, from
panels of 3 medical practitioners nominated by each Council; and

(iii) 2 areto be selected by the Minister from a panel of 5 medical
practitioners nominated by the Australian Medical Association
(South Australia) Incorporated; and

(iv) 3areto bechosen at an election conducted in accordance with the
regulations; and

(¢) 1 must beanurse nominated by the Minister; and

(d) 3 must be persons nominated by the Minister who are not eligible for
appointment under a preceding provision of this subsection.

(2) Every medical practitioner is entitled to vote at an election under subsection (1)(a)(iv).

(3) If an election for the purposes of subsection (1)(a)(iv) fails for any reason, the
Governor may appoint amedical practitioner, and the person so appointed will be
taken to have been appointed after due election under this section.

(4) The Minister must, when nominating or selecting medical practitioners for
appointment as members of the Board, seek to ensure that, as far as practicable, the
membership of the Board includes—

(8 atleast 1 medical practitioner who worksin the public health system; and
(b) atleast 1 medical practitioner who worksin the private health system; and

(c) atleast 1 medical practitioner who is registered on the general register (but
not also on the specialist register); and

(d) atleast 4 medica practitioners who are currently practising medicine.

(5 A body referred to in subsection subsection (1)(a)(ii) or (iii) must, in constituting a
panel for the purposes of that subsection, nominate at least 1 woman and 1 man.

(6) Atleast 3 of the members of the Board nominated by the Minister must be women and
at least 3 must be men.

(7) The Governor may appoint a person to be a deputy of a member and a person so
appointed may act as amember of the Board in the absence of the member.

(8 Therequirements of qualification and nomination made by this section in relation to
the appointment of a member extend to the appointment of a deputy of that member.

A member of the Board will be appointed on conditions determined by the Governor
and for aterm, not exceeding 3 years, specified in the instrument of appointment and,
at the expiration of aterm of appointment, is eligible for reappointment.

However, amember of the Board may not hold office for consecutive terms that
exceed 9 yearsin total.

The Governor may remove a member of the Board from office—
(&8 for breach of, or non-compliance with, a condition of appointment; or
(b) for misconduct; or
(c) for failure or incapacity to carry out official duties satisfactorily.
The office of amember of the Board becomes vacant if the member—
(@) dies; or
(b) completes aterm of office and is not reappointed; or
(c) resigns by written notice to the Minister; or

(d) ceasesto satisfy the qualification by virtue of which the member was eligible
for appointment to the Board; or

(e) isremoved from office under subsection (3).

If amember of the Board isa member constituting the Board for the purposes of any
proceedings under Part 5 and the member's term of office expires, or the member
resigns, before those proceedings are completed, the member may, for the purpose of
continuing and completing those proceedings, continue to act as a member of the
Board.

8—Presiding member and deputy

The Minister must, after consultation with the Board, appoint amember whoisa
medical practitioner (the presiding member) to preside at meetings of the Board and
another member who isamedical practitioner (the deputy presiding member) to
preside at meetings of the Board in the absence of the presiding member.

9—Vacancies or defectsin appointment of members

An act or proceeding of the Board is not invalid by reason only of avacancy in its
membership or a defect in the appointment of a member.

10—Remuner ation

A member of the Board is entitled to remuneration, allowances and expenses
determined by the Governor.

Division 3—Registrar and staff of Board
11—Registrar of Board

There will be a Registrar of the Board.

The Registrar will be appointed by the Board on terms and conditions determined by
the Board.
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12—Other staff of Board
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There will be such other staff of the Board as the Board thinks necessary for the
proper performance of its functions.

A member of the staff of the Board is not, as such, amember of the Public Service,
but the Board may employ a person who is on leave from employment in the Public
Service or with an instrumentality or agency of the Crown.

The Board may, with the approval of the Minister administering an administrative unit
of the Public Service, make use of the services, facilities or officers of that unit.

Divison 4—General functions and powers
13—Functions of Board

The functions of the Board are as follows:
() toregulate the practice of medicine in the public interest;

(b) toapprove, after consultation with authorities considered appropriate by the
Board, courses of education or training that provide qualifications for
registration on the general register or the specialist register under this Act;

(c) todetermine, after consultation with authorities considered appropriate by the
Board, the requirements necessary for registration under this Act;

(d) to establish and maintain the registers contemplated by this Act;

(e) toprepareor endorse, subject to the approval of the Minister, codes of
conduct or professional standards for registered persons or codes of conduct
for medical services providers;

(f) to prepare or endorse guidelines on continuing medical education for medical
practitioners;

(g) to establish administrative processes for handling complaints received against
registered persons, medical services providers or persons who occupy
positions of authority in corporate or trustee medical services providers
(which may include processes under which the registered person, provider or
person who occupies the position voluntarily enters into an undertaking);

(h) to provide advice to the Minister as the Board considers appropriate;

(i) tocarry out other functions assigned to the Board by or under this Act, or by
the Minister.

The Board must perform its functions under this Act with the object of protecting the
health and safety of the public by achieving and maintaining high professional
standards both of competence and conduct in the provision of medical treatment in
this State.

If—

(@ acode of conduct or professional standard prepared or endorsed by the Board
is approved by the Minister; or

(b) guidelines are prepared or endorsed by the Board,
the Board must—

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(c) causeacopy of the code, standard or guidelinesto be published in the
Gazette; and

(d) takereasonable stepsto send a copy of the code, standard or guidelinesto
each registered person or medical services provider to whom it applies; and

(e) ensurethat acopy of the code, standard or guidelines is published on the
internet and kept available for public inspection without charge during normal
office hours at the principal office of the Board,

(although proof of compliance with paragraphs (c), (d) and (€) is not necessary for the
purposes of any proceedings that involve an aleged contravention of or failure to
comply with a code of conduct or professional standard).

(4) Theadministrative processes established by the Board for handling complaints
received against registered persons, medical services providers or persons who occupy
positions of authority in corporate or trustee medical services providers must be
designed—

(8 tobefair to both the aggrieved person and the respondent; and

(b) to keep both the aggrieved person and the respondent properly informed
about the steps taken by the Board in response to the complaint; and

(c) to provide, where appropriate, opportunities for the clarification of any
misapprehension or misunderstanding between the aggrieved person and the
respondent; and

(d) to keep both the aggrieved person and the respondent properly informed
about the outcome of the processes; and

(e) totakeinto account the needs of particular classes of persons who may
otherwise suffer disadvantage in the conduct of those processes.

14—Committees
(1) TheBoard may establish committees—
(@) toadvisethe Board or the Registrar on any matter; or
(b) tocarry out functions on behalf of the Board.

(2) The membership of acommittee will be determined by the Board and may, but need
not, consist of, or include, members of the Board.

(3) TheBoard will determine who will be the presiding member of a committee.

(4) The proceduresto be observed in relation to the conduct of the business of a
committee will be—

(8 asdetermined by the Board; and

(b) insofar as aprocedureis not determined under paragraph (a)—as determined
by the committee.

15—Delegations
(1) TheBoard may delegate any of its functions or powers under this Act other than—
(@ thispower of delegation; and
(b) the power to hear and determine proceedings under Part 5.

Subject to this Act, 7 members constitute a quorum of the Board.

A meeting of the Board (other than for the purposes of hearing and determining
proceedings under Part 5) will be chaired by the presiding member or, in his or her
absence, by the deputy presiding member and, in the absence of both the presiding
member and the deputy presiding member, the members present at a meeting of the
Board must choose one of their number to preside at the meeting.

A decision carried by amajority of the votes cast by members of the Board at a
meeting is adecision of the Board.

Each member present at a meeting of the Board has one vote on any question arising
for decision and, except in hearing and determining proceedings under Part 5, the
member presiding at the meeting may exercise a casting vote if the votes are equal.

A conference by telephone or other electronic means between the members of the
Board will, for the purposes of this section, be taken to be a meeting of the Board at
which the participating members are present if—

(8 notice of the conference is given to all members in the manner determined by
the Board for the purpose; and

(b) each participating member is capable of communicating with every other
participating member during the conference.

A proposed resolution of the Board becomes a valid decision of the Board despite the
fact that it is not voted on at a meeting of the Board if—

(& notice of the proposed resolution is given to all members of the Board in
accordance with procedures determined by the Board; and

(b) amagority of the members express concurrence in the proposed resolution by
letter, telegram, telex, facsimile transmission, electronic mail or other written
communication setting out the terms of the resolution.

However, subsections (5) and (6) do not apply in relation to the hearing and
determination of proceedings under Part 5 by the Board as constituted for the purposes
of proceedings under that Part.

The Board must have accurate minutes kept of its meetings.

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(9) Subject to this Act, the Board may determine its own procedures.

17—Conflict of interest etc under Public Sector M anagement Act

A member of the Board will not be taken to have adirect or indirect interest in a
matter for the purposes of the Public Sector Management Act 1995 by reason only of
the fact that the member has an interest in the matter that is shared in common with
medical practitioners generally or a substantial section of medical practitionersin this
State.

18—Power s of Board in relation to witnesses etc

(1) For the purposes of proceedings before the Board (including an application for
registration or reinstatement of registration), the Board may—

(& by summons signed on behalf of the Board by a member of the Board or the
Registrar, require the attendance before the Board of any person whom the
Board thinksfit to call beforeit; or

(b) by summons signed on behalf of the Board by a member of the Board or the
Registrar, require the production of any relevant documents, records or
equipment and, in the case of a document or record that is not in the English
language, require the production of—

(i) awritten trandlation of the document or record into English; and

(i) acertificate signed by atransator approved by the Board certifying
that the translation accurately reproduces in English the contents of
the document or record; or

(c) inspect any documents, records or equipment produced before it, and retain
them for such reasonable period as it thinks fit, and make copies of the
documents or records or their contents; or

(d) require any person to make an oath or affirmation (which may be
administered by any member of the Board) to answer truthfully questions put
by any member of the Board or any person appearing before the Board; or

(e) require any person appearing before the Board (whether summoned to appear
or not) to answer any questions put by any member of the Board or by any
person appearing before the Board.

(2) Onthereceipt of an application for the issue of a summons under this section, a
member or the Registrar may, without referring the matter to the Board, issue a
summons on behalf of the Board.

(3) A person who—

(8 failswithout reasonable excuse to comply with a summons issued to attend,
or to produce documents, records or equipment, before the Board; or

(b) having been served with a summons to produce—
(i) awritten trandation of the document or record into English; and

(i) acertificate signed by atrandator approved by the Board certifying
that the translation accurately reproduces in English the contents of
the document or record,

fails, without reasonable excuse, to comply with the summons; or

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(c) misbehaves before the Board, wilfully insults the Board or 1 or more of the
members in the exercise of the members official duties, or wilfully interrupts
the proceedings of the Board; or

(d) refusesto be sworn or to affirm, or refuses or fails to answer truthfully a
relevant question when required to do so by the Board,

isguilty of an offence.
Maximum penalty: $10 000 or imprisonment for 6 months.

(4) A person who appears as a withess before the Board has the same protection as a
witness in proceedings before the Supreme Court.

19—Principles gover ning proceedings
(1) Inany proceedings before the Board under this Act, the Board—

(@ isnot bound by the rules of evidence and may inform itself on any matter asit
thinks fit; and

(b) must act according to equity, good conscience and the substantial merits of
the case without regard to technicalities and legal forms.

(2) Inany proceedings before the Board under this Act, the Board must keep the parties to
the proceedings properly informed as to the progress and outcome of the proceedings.

20—Representation at proceedings before Board

A party to proceedings before the Board (including an applicant for registration or
reinstatement of registration) is entitled to be represented at the hearing of those
proceedings.

21—Costs

(1) TheBoard may award such costs against a party to proceedings before it as the Board
considers just and reasonable.

(2) A party who is dissatisfied with the amount of the costs awarded by the Board may
request a Master of the District Court to tax the costs and, after taxing the costs, the
Master may confirm or vary the amount of the costs awarded by the Board.

(3) Costsawarded by the Board under this section may be recovered as a debt.

Divison 6—Accounts, audit and annual report

22—Accounts and audit

(1) TheBoard must keep proper accounting recordsin relation to its financial affairs, and
must have annual statements of account prepared in respect of each financial year.

(2) Theaccounts must be audited at least once in every year by an auditor approved by
the Auditor-General and appointed by the Board.

(3 TheAuditor-General may at any time audit the accounts of the Board.

23—Annual report

(1) TheBoard must, on or before 30 September in each year, deliver to the Minister a
report on the administration of this Act and the work of the Board during the financial
year ending on the preceding 30 June.

(3 The Minister must, within 12 sitting days after receiving areport under this section,
have copies of the report laid before both Houses of Parliament.

Part 3—M edical Professional Conduct Tribunal

24—Continuation of Tribunal

The Medical Practitioners Professional Conduct Tribunal continues in existence as the
Medical Professional Conduct Tribunal.

25—Composition of Tribunal
(1) The Tribuna consists of 13 members of whom—

(@ 1 (the President) must be the Chief Judge of the District Court or a Judge of
that Court nominated by the Chief Judge; and

(b) 8 must be medical practitioners appointed by the Governor, and of these—
(i) 6 aretobenominated by the Minister; and

(i) 2 areto be selected by the Minister from a panel of 5 medical
practitioners nominated by the Australian Medical Association
(South Australia) Incorporated; and

(c) 4 must be persons appointed by the Governor, on the nomination of the
Minister, being persons who are not eligible for appointment under a
preceding provision of this subsection.

(2) Thebody referred to in subsection (1)(b)(ii) must, in constituting a panel for the
purposes of that subsection, nominate at least 1 woman and 1 man.

(3) At least 4 appointed members of the Tribunal must be women and at least 4 must be
men.

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(4) The Governor may appoint a person to be a deputy of a member and a person so
appointed may act as amember of the Tribunal in the absence of the member.

(5) Therequirements of qualification and nomination made by this section in relation to
the appointment of a member extend to the appointment of a deputy of that member.

26—Terms and conditions of appointed members

(1) A member of the Tribunal appointed by the Governor will be appointed on conditions
determined by the Governor and for aterm, not exceeding 3 years, specified in the
instrument of appointment and, at the expiration of aterm of appointment, is eligible
for reappointment.

(2) The Governor may remove an appointed member of the Tribunal from office—
(a8 for breach of, or non-compliance with, a condition of appointment; or
(b) for misconduct; or
(c) for failure or incapacity to carry out official duties satisfactorily.
(3) Theoffice of an appointed member of the Tribunal becomes vacant if the member—
(a8 dies; or
(b) completes aterm of office and is not reappointed; or
(c) resigns by written notice to the Minister; or

(d) ceasesto satisfy the qualification by virtue of which the member was eligible
for appointment to the Tribunal; or

(e) isremoved from office under subsection (2).

(4) If an appointed member of the Tribunal is a member constituting the Tribunal for the
purposes of any proceedings under Part 5 and the member's term of office expires, or
the member resigns, before those proceedings are completed, the member may, for the
purpose of continuing and completing those proceedings, continue to act as a member
of the Tribunal.

27—V acanciesor defectsin appointment of members

An act or proceeding of the Tribunal is not invalid by reason only of avacancy in its
membership or a defect in the appointment of a member.

28—Remuneration

A member of the Tribunal is entitled to remuneration, allowances and expenses
determined by the Governor.

29—Registrar of Tribunal
(1) Therewill be aRegistrar of the Tribunal.

(2) TheRegistrar of the Tribunal will be the person for the time being holding or acting in
the office of Registrar of the District Court.

30—~Protection from personal liability
(1) No personal liability isincurred for an act or omission by—
(@ amember of the Tribunal; or
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(b) the Registrar of the Tribunal,

in good faith in the performance or purported performance of functions or duties under
this Act.

(2) A civil liability that would, but for subsection (1), lie against a person lies instead
against the Crown.

(1) The Registrar must keep the following registers:

(c) aspeciaist register;

(d) aregister of persons who have been removed from the medical student
register, the general register, the specialist register or a particular speciaty
under this Act or any other Act or law or former Act or law and who have not
been reinstated to that register or specialty.

(2) A person cannot be registered on the specialist register unless the person is also
registered on the general register.

(3 Themedical student register, general register or specialist register must include, in
relation to each person on the register—

(@ the person'sfull name and nominated contact address; and
(b) thequdificationsfor registration held by the person; and
(c) inthe case of aspecidist, the specialty in which the person is registered; and

(d) particulars of any condition of registration or limitation that affects or restricts
the person'sright to provide medical treatment; and

(e) information prescribed by the regulations,
and may include other information as the Board thinks fit.

(4) A registered person must, within 1 month after changing his or her name or nominated
contact address, inform the Registrar in writing of the change.

Maximum penalty: $250.
(5) Theregister referred to in subsection (1)(d)—
(8 must not include any person who is dead; and
(b) mustinclude, in relation to each person on the register, a statement of —
(i) theregister or specialty from which the person was removed; and
(if) thereason for removal of the person; and
(iii) the date of removal; and

(c) discrimination, disadvantage or adverse treatment in relation to the victim's
employment or business; or

(d) threatsof reprisal.
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82—Sdf-incrimination

If apersonisrequired to provide information or to produce a document, record or
equipment under this Act and the information, document, record or equipment would
tend to incriminate the person or make the person liable to a penalty, the person must
nevertheless provide the information or produce the document, record or equipment,
but the information, document, record or equipment so provided or produced will not
be admissible in evidence against the person in proceedings for an offence, other than
an offence against this or any other Act relating to the provision of false or misleading
information.

83—Punishment of conduct that constitutes an offence

If conduct constitutes an offence and is also aground for disciplinary action under this
Act, the taking of disciplinary action under this Act is not a bar to conviction and
punishment for the offence, nor is conviction and punishment for the offence a bar to
disciplinary action under this Act.

84—Vicariousliability for offences

If a corporate or trustee medical services provider or other body corporate is guilty of
an offence against this Act, each person occupying a position of authority in the
provider or body corporate is guilty of an offence and liable to the same penalty asis
prescribed for the principal offence unlessit is proved that the person could not, by the
exercise of reasonable care, have prevented the commission of the principal offence.

85—Application of fines

A fineimposed for an offence against this Act must be paid to the Board.

The Board may, for any purpose associated with the administration or operation of

Maximum penalty: $20 000.

A disclosure under this clause must be recorded in the minutes of the Board and
reported to the Minister.
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(7) If, inthe opinion of the Minister, a particular interest or office of a member of the
Board is of such significance that the holding of the interest or office is not consistent
with the proper discharge of the duties of the member, the Minister may require the
member either to divest himself or herself of the interest or office or to resign from the
Board (and non-compliance with the requirement constitutes misconduct and hence a
ground for removal of the member from the Board).
